Most of the Jhalakathi municipality roads have
become dilapidated, causing suffering to the

Allthe 88 km of roads under the municipality
are in battered condition, said M Abu Hanif,
executive engineer of the municipality.

The municipality established in 1875 was
upgraded to first-class municipality in 1999.

Many important government and non-
Jhalakathi

station, post office, police superintendent's
office, civil surgeon's office and many other
offices -- are situated in the municipality.

Thousands of people commute on the
municipality roads every day. Passengers of
different vehicles are the worst sufferers due to
the hundreds of potholes developed on the
main road stretching from the bus stand to

particularly pregnant women,
have to endure sufterings while travelling on
the road, said Akijur Rahman, an attendant at

Rahim.

“I'was injured when I fell from my motorcy-
cle as its front wheel went into a pothole about
two months ago,”

said journalist Abdur

“We usually use auto-rickshaw to move in
the town, but cannot go to many areas due to
the bad condition of the roads,
Acharya, a lawyer of the judge's court.
roads were repaired four years ago but the
work was of very low quality,” he added.

"I used to earn Tk 400 to Tk 500 daily, but
now there are very few passengers as they are
not willing to travel by auto-rickshaw due to
the horrible condition of the roads,”
driver Abul Hossain in the bus stand area.

“Our sales fall when it rains as customers do
not come to this area because of water-logging
on theroad,” said shopkeeper Gobinda.

“The repairwork will be started very soon as
we have completed the tender process,”

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Mango market yet to buzz

Small number of buyers arrive in Chapainawabganj
although harvesting started late May

The large mango market at Puraton
Bazar in the town still gives a dull look
due to lack of expected number of
customers although the popular sum-
mer fruit started arriving there from
different areas of the famous mango
producing district from May 26.

There are some 75 wholesale shops
in the market. Normally, truckloads
of mangoes are sent from the market
daily to Dhaka, Chittagong, Sylhet
and other districts from the first week
of June. Fruit traders from across the
country visit Puraton Bazar to pur-
chase several popular mango varieties
including Gopalbhogh, Khirsapat,
Laxmanbhog, Langra and Fazli.

The mango market provides direct
employment to hundreds of workers
every season and the area buzzes with
activities amid interactions between
buyers and sellers.

But the mango market still gives a dull
look dueto poorarrival of customers.

Abdus Samad, a mango trader
engaged in the business for last 40
years, said he never saw such a dull
situation in mango market.

"I opened my shop at the market on
May 26. But the amount of business
done so far is too small compared to
last season's turnover," he said.

The mango traders are worried due
to poor presence of buyers.

The price per maund of fruit ranges
from Tk 1,600 to Tk 2,200 depending
on its size, quality and variety, said
mango traders.

Visiting the mango market at
Puraton Bazar in the town a couple of
days ago, this correspondent saw abun-
dant supply of the mango but there was
much less than usual customers.

Torikul Islam of Rehaichar in
municipal area came to the market for
selling 20 maunds of Gopalbhog and

Himsagor, but he could not sell those
forlack of buyers.

Mango traders are counting losses
due to the situation, said Abdul
Wahed, president of Chapainawabagnj
mango traders association.

Talking to this correspondent, several
traders said many employees of private
companies are yet to get their salary
while people are consuming less man-
goes during the Ramadan and so, the
market is dull still now. They expressed
hope that buyers will start coming in
larger numbers within a few days.

Monjurul Huda, deputy director of
the Department of Agriculture
Extension, Chapainawabganj, said
different dates have been fixed for
harvesting of different varieties of
mangoes as per their ripening nature.

There are over 19 lakh mango trees
on 26,150 hectares of land in the dis-
trict and the production this season
would be 2.40 lakh tonnes, he said.

As a sequel, Jewel and his
family members beat Tania
to death around 4:00am
and hung her body from the
ceiling of her room to pass it
off as a suicide, police said
quoting deceased’s family
members.

The Bangladesh leader was
going to Sweden at the invi-
tation of Swedish Prime
Minister Stefan Lofven,
Foreign Minister AH
Mahmood Ali said at a cur-
tain raiser press conference
at the foreign ministry yes-
terday.

Hasina will lead a high-
level delegation, comprising
of the foreign minister and
high officials from the
Prime Ministers’ Office,
ministries of the foreign
affairs, and the labour and
employment. A 47-member
business delegation will
also accompany the PM.

Mahmood said the visit
would strengthen bilateral
and multilateral coopera-

tion and bring investment
and strengthen ties in the
fields of migration, climate
change, UN peacekeeping,
Global Deal Initiative and
curbing terrorism and vio-
lent extremism.

Official sources said the
PM would have a private
visit for one day in London
for spending time with
family members and her
niece Tulip Rizwana Siddiq,
who has been re-elected MP
in the June 8 parliamentary
elections in Britain.

She will fly for Sweden
Wednesday afternoon from
London. Hasina will meet
her Swedish counterpartat a
bilateral meeting.

Besides, the PM will
make a courtesy call on

Swedish King Carl XVI
Gustaf. Apart from that,
deputy prime minister,
acting speaker and minister
for justice and migration of
Sweden will pay separate
calls on Hasina,

Hasina will meet chief
executives of some Swedish
companies and top business
institutions. She also will
attend a meeting of
Bangladesh-Sweden Business
and Investment Forum.

This wvisit would also
“brighten” Bangladesh’s
image in Europe, Mahmood
said, adding that two memo-
randums of understanding
(MoUs) on Sweden-
Bangladesh Business
Council and the Nordic
Chamber of Commerce and
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Bangladesh's all products
enter in Sweden with duty-
free market access. Swedish
retail giant H&M purchases
about $5 billion of garment
products from Bangladesh a
year.

King Nadal rules again

Open without losing a sin-
gle set and in the process
became the only tennis
player, male or female, to
win 10 titles at a single
Grand Slam.

Sampras to second spot in
the all-time Grand Slam
titles list with 15, behind
great rival Roger Federer,
who has 18.
