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Storm damages over 200
houses in Patuakhali

Over 200 houses were damaged when a
tornado hit Charmontaj) area, a coastal
island under Rangabali upazila of the dis-
trict, on Monday night.

At least 10 people were injured, around
500 trees got uprooted and a madrasa build-
ing was totally destroyed. Five villages were
flooded when a flood control embankment
collapsed.

Charmontaj Union Parishad Chairman
Abu Hanif Mia said the tornado hit the area
at about 11:00pm. Fish worth several lakh
taka in over 50 enclosures were washed
away, he added.

Over 500 people in different villages
were inundated as the embankment was
badly damaged at different points in the
union, Hanifsaid.

The building of Moudubi Bagejannat
Islamia Dakhil Madrasa was totally dam-
aged by the tornado.

There is no place to take classes in the
madrasa as it has been badly damaged, said
Jahirul Alam Tuku, chairman of the manag-

ing committee of the institution. The loss
could be around Tk 7 lakh, he added.

Chalitabunia Union Parishad Chairman
Md Fazlur Rahman said Uttar Chalitabunia,
Madhya Chalitabunia,
Gorubhanga villages were flooded as
around three km of the flood control dyke
was washed away by the surge from nearby
Buragourango river.

Deputy Commissioner of Patuakhali Dr
Masumur Rahman said 25 tonnes of rice
have been allocated on an emergency basis
for the atfected people.

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TWO BANGLADESHIS SHOT DEAD IN SAUDI ARABIA

The family members and relatives of
two Bangladeshis, who were shot dead
in Saudi Arabia on June 6, seemed
inconsolable as this correspondent
visited their house on Monday.

The victims, Md Shah Poran, 30,
son of Nurul Islam, and Shamim
Ahmed, 45, son of late Suruj Mia of
Bhairab municipality's Chandiber
Madhyapara area in Kishoreganj dis-
trict, are cousins.

"Shah Poran went to Saudi Arabia
14 years ago. He came home last
year, got married and left for Saudi
Arabia in November. He had a plan to
perform hajj with my parents this year
and sent money for the purpose,” said
Shah Poran's elder brother Borhan
Uddin.

Shamim, a poultry trader, also
went to Saudi Arabia four months
ago.

"My another brother Mizanur
Rahman, who also stays in Saudi
Arabia, said to help Shamim solve his
problem with work permit, Shah
Poran with Shamim went to Alkatif
area around 9:30pm on June 6 in a
rented car.

"Following a feud between Shia and
Sunni communities in the area, the
local administration imposed Section
144 there but Poran and Shamim did
not know the matter.

The policemen then
fired on the car and Poran, Shamim
and Mahbubur Rahman, 44, hailing
from Chanchara village in Bhairab, got
critically injured.

"They were taken to a local hospital
where the doctors declared Poran and
Shamim dead. Mahbubur is undergo-
ing treatment,” said Borhan.

According to the case
statement, convict
Enam stabbed college
student Helaluzzaman
when the latter locked
in an altercation with
him at a tea-stall at
Rajganj Bazar over a
trifling matter on
February 15 in 2008.

Local people rescued
Helaluzzaman and sent him
to Jessore Medical College
Hospital, but he died soon
after his admission there.

Following a case filed
by the victim's father
with Moirampur Police
Station police detained
Enam and produced him
before a court that sent
him to jail.

Tomal, 10 others
freed on bail

A Pabna court yesterday granted bail to Shirhan Sherif
Tomal, son of Land Minister Shamsur Rahman Sherif, and
10 ruling party men.

Senior Judicial Magistrate Md Rezaul Karim granted bail
to Tomal and the other accused. The same court had earlier
rejected Tomal's bail prayers on three occations.

Law enforcers had arrested Tomal and 10 ruling party men
on charge of vandalising the house of a Bangladesh Chhatra
League (BCL) leader in Ishwardi upazila on May 19.

The people released on bail are Tomal, Md Rony,
Jahangir Hossain, Mehedi Hasan, Md Mahbub, Prince
[slam, Shafiul Islam, Jafar Igbal, Fahad Hossain, Masum
Ali, Md Samsuddin, all aged between 30 and 35 years. They
hail from different areas of Ishwardi municipality.

Although they were detained under a bailable section,
their bail prayers were rejected three times. As there is no bar
to grant them bail, the court issued the bail order, said advo-
cate Abdul Ahad, lawyer of the accused.

A group of ruling party men led by Toral and Razib Sarkar,
president and general secretary of Ishwardi Jubo League
respectively, vandalised the house of upazila BCL President
Jubayer Biswas in Aminpara. The attackers also vandalised a
food shop, a business house in Ishwardi municipality area
and a few other buildings of the upazila headquarters on May
18 over establishing supremacy in the area.

BCL leader Jubayer's father freedom fighter Atiar
Rahman filed a case with Ishwardi Police Station on the
same night, accusing Tomal and 32 named people.

After filing of the case, police raided different areas of the
upazila on May 19 and arrested 11 of the accused, including
Tomal. Meanwhile, freedom fighter Ajmal Haque, also a
resident of College Road area of Ishwardi municipality, filed
another case against the son of the land minister.

Tomal got bail in both cases, advocate Ahad said.

MURDER OF SUKHIA ROBIDAS

Punishment of
culprit demanded

People from the Dalit community in Gaibandha formed a
human chain beside DB Road in the town yesterday,
demanding exemplary punishment of alleged rapist and
killer of Hindu widow Sukhia Robidas, 20, in Habiganj
early Saturday.

About two hundred people, including leaders from dif-
ferent indigenous community, joined the programme
organised by Bangladesh Robidas Unnayan Parishad
Gaibandha unit.

They also chanted slogans demanding a stop to torture
on minority community people and sought exemplary

punishment of the culprits involved in killing of Sukhia,
widow of late Moni Lal Robidas.

Police arrested alleged killer and victim's neighbour
Sailu Mia, 25, son of Abdur Nur of Suroboy village in
Habiganj Sadarupazila in connection with the incident.

Speakers at the rally said on the wee hours of Saturday,
Sailu entered Sukhia's house at Sutang Bazar in the
upazila when she was alone at home and violated her
forcibly.

At one stage, when Sukhia tried to resist the culprit, he
stabbed her mercilessly, leaving her dead on the spot.

They said sections of influential people are continuing
such torture on the minority community people aiming to
capture their ancestral land and homestead.

They also urged the government to stop such rival like
attitude towards the people of the minority community.

Among others, Dadhiya Ram Robidas, president of
Bangladesh Robidas Unnayan Parishad Gaibandha unit,
local Awami League leader Nirbalendu Barman, also
spoke.
