13 BCL men quit over killed by 'fellow

'violation' of charter

Thirteen leaders and activists of Bangladesh Chhatra League (BCL) in .
Charghat upazila of Rajshahi have resigned from the student body, protest-
ing what they said violation of the organisation's constitution by including
married and over-aged people in the new committee of the unit.

The 11-member new committee was formed on Thursday. The same night,
the 13 leaders and activists including Kazi Feroz Ahmed, convener of the
outgoing committee, at a press conference declared that they had stepped

down from the organisation.

As per the constitution of BCL, a pro-Awami League student body, anyone -
exceeding 29 vears of age cannot be the member of the organisation, the

aggrieved BCL men told the press conference.

But Abdul Al Mamun Tushar, who has already exceeded the age limit, was -
made the BCL president of Charghat upazila unit, they said.
[n addition, the student group's constitution bars married people from

being its members, they said.

But Noman Parvez Shovon was made a joint general secretary of the new
committee despite being married and also having kid, they added.

The new committee was formed years after forming a convening committee -
in September 201 3. Kazi Feroz Ahmed was the convener of that committee.

Kazi Feroz alleged the BCL district unit, which has declared
the new committee, had violated the party's constitution.

The government will bring
all 111 former enclaves and
their residents under the
Digital Bangladesh
programme, State Minister
for Posts and
Telecommunications Tarana
Halim told the news agency.

Out of the 111 ex-
enclaves, three e-post
offices will be set up in
three of those areas, which
will gradually be expanded
in other ex-enclaves, she
said.

On the midnight of July
31, 2015, the 111 ex-Indian
enclaves were merged with
the mainland of Bangladesh
following the ratification of
land boundary agreement
(LBA) by Indian Loka Sabha
and Rajya Sabha unani-
mously. There were over
37,000 people in the 111 ex-
enclaves that include 59 in
Lalmonirhat, 36 in
Panchagarh, 12 in Kurigram
and four in Nilphamari.
