Twenty banned piranha

fishes were seized from a
market in Mirzapur upazila
of the district on Tuesday.

Mohammad Ahsan
Hasib Khan, upazila senior
fisheries officer in
Mirzapur, in a drive seized
the fishes when they were
being sold at Fatepur mar-
ket in Jamurki union.

The fish vendors, how-
ever, managed to flee from
the scene.

As piranha is a wolfish, its
cultivation, breeding and
marketing are banned in
Bangladesh according to

isheries Act, said Mohammad
Lutfar Rahman, district
fisheries officer in Tangail.

"Though piranha culti-
vation is harmful for both
fish and human being, it
can be eaten," he said.

Threatened by a land grabber, a Hindu family fled from
their house at Gondogram village under Ashekpur union in
Shajahanpur upazila under the district on Saturday.

“Nurunnabi Mia, 34, son of Abdus Samad of the vil-
lage, grabbed 40 decimals of our ancestral land by making
false documents,” victim Protap Mitra, 56, son of late
Jodunath Mitra of Gondagram village said at a press brief-
ingin Bogra Press Club yesterday.

“On April 22, 2015, 1 found in the AC-land office that my
inherited land was grabbed by making false deed and
mutation papers. Seeking remedy, 1 lodged a case with the
AC-land office on May 11.

“Nurunnabi attacked my house on January 7 in 2016. 1 filed
e with the Judge’s Court on January 31. The courtissued an
injunction on the land on July 13 this year but the land grabber
along with his cohorts occupied the 40-decimal land and
planted eucalyptus trees there on Saturday, " said Protap.

Protap's mother, wife and son were also present at the
press conference.

“We have placed an allegation with Shajahanpur Police
Station, seeking security of our life and property,” said
Protap's son Pollab Mitra.

This correspondent tried to contact Md Nurunnabi over
cellphone but it remained switched off.

Asked about the matter, Zia Latiful, OC of Shajahanpur
PS, said, “Is it our duty to guard someone’s land?”

Labourer Manik Miah, 42, of Khochabari village in Sadar
ay long in the field due to the

heatand have to rest in the shade frequently. “Due to the hot
spell, we are not planting Aman seedlings, but we some-
times work for higher pay,” he added.

Six labourers in a team can plant Aman seedlings on
three bighas of land per day in this heat, while it is five
bighas when the temperature is normal, said labourer
Moksed Ali, 38. “The farmer pays Tk 900 for planting
seedlings on one bigha,” he said.

Farmer Sekendar Ali, 52, of Khochabari village said he spends
Tk 900 to'Tk 1,000 as labour cost for planting Aman seedlings on
onebigha, whereasitwas Tk 600 to Tk 650 last year.

“I have ploughed our eight bighas of land, but have not
planted seedlings due to labour crisis,” said farmer Mantaz
Ali, 55, of the village, adding that the hot spell is hampering
Aman farming in the area.

Rangpur Meteorological Office said the highest recorded
temperature this year was 36 degrees Celsius on Tuesday,
while it was 25 degrees on the same day last year.

Department of Agriculture Extension Deputy Director
Bidubhuson Roy said high temperatures for the last few
days is delaying planting of Aman seedlings as the labourers
arereluctant to work in the severe heat.
