Bangladesh Chhatra
League activists on
Saturday night beat up a
Dhaka University student
on the campus suspecting
him to be an Islami
Chhatra Shibir activist.

The victim is Monirul
Islam, a first year student of
psychology department.

BCL men blamed him
for "sharing a post of
Shibir" on Facebook in
2016.

To interrogate further, a
group of BCL activists led
by Muktijoddha Ziaur
Rahman Hall unit leaders
Imrul Kaisar and
Mahmudul Hasan took
Monirul to room 227 of
the dormitory around
11:30pm, said some stu-
dents on condition of
anonymity.

At one point of interro-
gation, they beat him with
sticks, the students added.

According to BCL insid-
ers, the activists are follow-
ers of the hall unit
President Yousuf Uddin
Khan Apurbo.

Contacted, Yousuf
said he was aware of the
incident.

Monirul shared a
Facebook post of Shibir
Rajshahi College unit when
he was a student of the
college, Yousuf said.

“We have screenshots as
proof,” he said, adding that
they were searching
whether any more Shibir
activists stay at the dormi-
tory.

Later, Monirul's friends
rescued him from the spot
and took him to Dhaka
Medical College Hospital.

DU Proctor Prof M
Amzad Ali said they were
looking into the incident.

No case was filed in this
connection.

DMP to take tight security steps

The Dhaka Metropolitan Police (DMP) has
taken tight security measures at
Bangabandhu Memorial Museum in the
capital's Dhanmondi and its adjacent areas
ahead of National Mourning Day to be
observed tomorrow.

Vehicular movements will remain sus-
pended from Sonargaon crossing to Russell
Square, City College to Russell Square and
Dhanmondi-27 to Russell Square, DMP
Commissioner Asaduzzaman Mia said at a
press briefing at Russell Square of
Dhanmondi 32 yesterday:.

In addition, no parking will be allowed
on Mirpur road stretching from Russell
Square to Sobhanbagh Mosque.

However, the barricade and restrictions
will be relaxed gradually after the VIPs leave
the area, he added.

On the fateful night of August 151in 1975,
Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman along with his family was
shot dead by a group of disgruntled army
officers. The day is observed in remembrance
of Bangabandhu and those members of his
family brutally murdered in 1975.

Marking the day, DMP commissioner
said they have also beefed up
other areas including the Banani graveyard.

"We'll give overall security throughout
the day like the previous years. Although we
have no specific report of threat by the intel-

security in

ligence agencies on the occasion, the law
enforcers will provide tight security to avert
any untoward incident,” he said.

As VIP persons and people from all walks
of life would place floral wreaths at the
portrait of the Father of the Nation in front
of Bangabandhu Memorial Museum on
Road 32 from 6:30am, and graves of other
victims at Banani graveyard from 7:30am,
the law enforces will give priority to ensure
security at the two places, he said.

The periphery of the museum on Road
32 in Dhanmondi and Banani graveyard
will be under surveillance with the deploy-
ment of a multilayered security including
uniformed and plainclothes law enforcers,
trained dog squads, close circuit cameras
and archways, the commissioner said.

VIPs and high civil and military officials
will take Manik Mia Avenue-Mirpur Road-
Dhandmondi-27 route to
Bangabandhu Memorial Museum
follow the same route to exit.

The DMP commissioner said no one will
be allowed to enter Road 32 until VIPs includ-
ing President Abdul Hamid and Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina leave the area.

Afterwards, Road 32 will be opened to
public and should be used as a one-way
from east to west direction. Moreover, peo-
ple have been requested not to carry any
bags and sharp or flammable objects.
