Risky
journey

The Rangamati-Khagrachhari
road, which was damaged by
landslides on June 13, was
further damaged on Saturday
due to heavy rain, disrupting
vehicular movement and
adding to the suffering of
commuters.

Rangamati Roads and
Highways Department
(RHD) Sub-assistant
Engineer Urdendu Bikash
Chakma said the
Rangamati-Khagrachhari
road was damaged at 25-30
places around 17 kilometres
from Rangamati town on
June 13. Later, the road was
repaired for movement of
light vehicles, he added.

This correspondent vis-
ited the place yesterday and
saw that the section of the
road that was repaired got
damaged due to heavy rain.

Engineer Urdendu said
they are working to make
the road fit for vehicular
movement, but the work
has been hampered due to
heavy rain. They will finish
it when the weather
improves, he added.

Cop arrested for
instigating
wife's suicide

A sub-inspector (S1) of Sadar Police Station and his mater-
nal uncle were arrested early yesterday on charge of instigat-
ing the Sl's wife for committing suicide over a conjugal
dispute in the district.

The arrestees are SI Debasis Saha of the police station and
his maternal uncle Purnno Chandra Saha.

On August 10, Laboni Saha, 28, wife of Debasis, commit-
ted suicide by jumping under a train following torture by her
husband, said family members.

The victim's father filed a case, accusing six people,
including the policeman and Purnno Chandra with
Bonarpara Railway Police Station on Saturday.

According to the case statement, Debasis of Kurigram
married Laboni on March 3. At that time, Debasis worked at
CID in Dhaka and later he was transferred to Gaibandha
Sadar Police Station. The couple lived at Masterpara in
Gaibandha municipality.

SI Debasis had an affair with a female student while they
were studying in Rajshahi University. After marriage, a conjugal
dispute developed between Laboni and Debasis over the issue.

Debasis tortured Laboni following an altercation over the
issue on August 10. He beat up his wife and kept herin a room
under lock and key and left for his job, said the victim's father.

Later, neighbours rescued Laboni. She took her life by
jumping under a train around 1:00pm, he said.

The law enforcers are raiding different areas to arrest the
remaining accused in the case said Ataur Rahman, officer-
in-charge of Bonarapra Railway Police Station.

VGF AND OMS SUSPENDED

Flood-hit Hakaluki Haor

Schoolgirl
raped

The schoolgirl takes own life after
she was cheated by her teacher

Cheated in love, a schoolgirl of Rajapur upazila under the district
finally met her tragic end on Saturday evening, after a lost battle for
life following her attempt to commit suicide over two months ago.

The victim, Bornita Halder, 14, daughter of Bipul Chandra
Halder of Dakkhin Tarabunia of Rajapur in Jhalakathi, was a Class
IX student of Hafiz Uddin Memorial High School, said Shiekh
Munirul Giash, officer in charge (OC) of Rajapur Police Station.

“Bonita attempted to commit suicide by hanging herself with a
scarf at home on June 8. She was rescued and rushed to Barisal
Sher-E-Bangla Medical College Hospital in a critical condition,”
said the girl's father Bipul Chandra Halder.

Later she was taken to Dhaka for better treatment, he added.

Bornita was taken back to village home from hospital a week ago
as doctors lost all hopes of her survival, said her elder brother Bilop
Halder.

“Bornita had a love affair with her schoolteacher Indrajit Das,
hailing from Pashchim Fuluhar village in Rajapur, but recently he
planned to marry another girl. The cheating led to Bornita's
attempt to commit suicide and finally the tragic death,” he added.

Bornita left a suicide note where she mentioned her love story
and held Indrajit responsible for her suicide, said OC Munirul.

A case was filed in connection with the incident and the body
was sent to Jhalakathi Sadar Hospital morgue for autopsy today
|Sunday] morning, he said, adding that police are trying to arrest
the accused.

student missing
for five days

A mentally ill female student of Islamic
University (IU) in Kushtia has remained
missing for five days.

She was undergoing treatment under a
psychiatrist, said her father Anwar
Hossain.

The victim is Boishakhi Akter Ankhi, 24,
a fourth year student of English department
at IU, and resident of Mokimpur village in
Jhenidah's Harinakundu upazila.

A general diary was filed with Islamic
Lniversity Police Station in this connec-
tion.

Ratan Sheikh, officer-in-charge of the
police station, said Ankhi went out of
home on Wednesday to attend class at the
university and she went missing after-
wards .

[LI Proctor Prof Mahbubar Rahman said
after getting written complaint from the
student's family, the university authority
asked police to take immediate steps to find
out the victim.

They are investigating the matter,
said the OC.

people in sorry state

Flood affected people in Juri, Kulaura and
Barlekha upazilas in Hakaluki Haor areas of
the district are worried due to suspension of
open market sale (OMS) of rice and vulner-
able group feeding (VGF) programmes
ahead of Eid-ul-Azha.

According to Moulvibazar's district
administration, Department of Agriculture
and District Food Controller's office, last
April's flood in different areas of three upazilas
destroyed all the Boro paddy in Hakaluki Haor.
Then Aus paddy in vast areas was damaged due
to recurring floods that now hampers the
cultivation of transplanted Aman.

The Department of Food started OMS
through the dealers in three upazilas in the
first week of May, facilitating one to buy up
to 5 kg of rice at Tk 15 per kg in a day. But the
programme in the areas stopped on July 1.

On August 6, the Department of Disaster
Management issued an order to suspend the
food allocation under VGF for flood
affected people. Under this programme, 10
kg of food grains had been allocated for
each beneficiary.

“"We are facing crisis due to stoppage of
VGF and OMS programmes as our Boro and
Aus paddies were damaged,” said farmer
Nasir Uddin, head of a five-member family
at Kadipur village under Kulaura upazila.

“After losing Boro crops, haor people got
the opportunity to buy rice at cheap rates
under OMS programme. But it stopped.
Now the VGF has been closed, bringing
added sufferings to people,” said Azizur
Rahman, chairman of Bhuksimul Union
Parishad in Kulaura upazila of Moulvibazar,

Hazi Alauddin, general secretary of 'Haor
Bachao, Krishak Bachao Andolon," has
urged the authorities concerned to resume
OMS and VGF programmes for the poor and
flood atfected farmers of haor areas.

“In view of the situation in the district, we
sent a letter to the higher authorities,
requesting restoration of the OMS
programme but to no response yet,” said
Manoj Kanti Das Chowdhury, food control-
ler (acting) of Moulvibazar.

Tofail Islam, deputy commissioner of
Moulvibazar, said he will request the
authorities concerned again to resume OMS
and VGF programmes.

A 14-year-old schoolgirl was
raped yesterday allegedly by
a youth in Sadar upazila of
the district.

Victim's father said his
daughter, a Class VIII stu-
dent, returned from school
and went alone to take bath
in a pond near their house at
Dakkhin Poregola village
while it was raining heavily.

Saidul Sardar, 25, son of
Amjad Ali Sardar of the
village, raped the girl at that
time, he said.

The girl told her aunt
about the incident.

Victim's father filed a case
with Sadar Police Station
accusing Saidul, said
Officer-in-Charge Masumur
Rahman Biswas.

The girl is undergoing
treatment at Pirojpur Sadar
Hospital.

"We are trying to arrest
the accused,” the police
officersaid.

Uphold lower court verdict

Speakers appeal to higher court

Different socio-cultural organisations have
appealed to the higher court to uphold the
lower court verdict against convicted bus
driver Jamir Hossain, responsible for a road
accident that left noted filmmaker Tareque
Masud, media personality Mishuk Munier
and three others dead in Ghior upazila in

2011.

They made the demand at a human
chain formed beside the Dhaka-Aricha
highway yesterday, marking the sixth death
anniversary of the two renowned personal-
ities.

The programme includes a painting

competition and tree plantation.
Hundreds of people from all walks

of life joined the programme organ-
ised by different organisations includ-
ing Manikganj Press Club, Bangladesh
Resource Centre for Indigenous
Knowledge (BARCIK), Tareque Masud-
Mishuk Munier Smriti Sangsad,

Shushasoner Jonno Nagorik (Sujon).
Senior journalists Golam Sarwar Sanu

and Tareque Masud-Mishuk Munier Smriti
Sangsad's general secretary Ripon Ansari
spoke, among others.

The participants at the rally planted tree
saplings beside the highway.

Besides, an art competition was held at
Joka Government Primary School where a
number of students of the institution took
part.

On August 13, 2011, renowned filmmak-
er Tareque Masud, media personality
Ashfaque Munier Mishuk popularly known
as Mishuk Munier, and three of their film
production crew--Wasim, Jamal and
Mostafizur Rahman--died in a fatal road
accident on Dhaka-Aricha highway in Joka
area.

Tareque's wife Catherine Masud, painter
Dhali Al Mamun, his wife Dilara Begum
Jolly and production unit staff Saidul Islam
were injured in the accident.

A Manikganj court sentenced Jamir
Hossain to life imprisonment on February
22 this vear. The case is currently pending
with the High Court following Jamir's

appeal.

Jubo League man,
4 siblings held

An upazila level leader of Jubo League, youth wing of the
ruling party, and his four brothers were arrested with fire-
arms and Yaba in Pekua upazila of the district.

Rapid Action Battalion (Rab) made the arrest during a
drive early yesterday.

The arrestees include Pekua upazila unit Jubo League President
Jahangir Alam, also a member of Cox's Bazar District Council, and
his four siblings-Mohammad Alamgir, Mohammad Azam,
Mohammad Qaiyum and Osman Sarwar Bappy.

Of them, Azam and Alamgir are upazila level leader and
activist of Jubo League while Quiyum is a former leader of
Chhatra League's upazila unit and Bappy is incumbent joint
secretary of the unit.

Company Commander Major Mohammad Ruhul Amin
of Rab-7 in Cox's Bazar said a team of the elite force, acting
on a tip-off, raided a house around 5:30am and seized two
locally made light guns (LG), a single-barrel gun, 10 bullets
and Tk 17 lakh in cash from two rooms.

Jahangir's father Ramiz Ahmed claimed that his sons
were arrested due to a pre-planned conspiracy.

Meanwhile, protesting the arrests, local leaders and
activists of Awami League, Jubo League and Chhatra League
brought out a procession in Pekua Bazar and Choumuhani
Station area in the morning.

Khorshed Alam and Mahbubur Rahman, Jubo League's dis-
trict unit president and general secretary respectively, demanded
unconditional release of Jahangirand his foursiblings.
