Five killed as
buses collide
in Pabna

Five people were killed and 20 others injured as two
buses collided head-on on Dhaka-Pabna highway in
Chinakhora area of Sujanagar upazila in Pabna yester-
day morning.

The deceased are Mintu Miah, 30, of Tangbari village,
Shohel Rana, 35, of Dapunia village, Md Ainuddin, of
Dariapur village in Pabna, Abu Sayeed, 25, of Sirajganj and
Nipendranth, 50. They died on the spot.

As it was raining, drivers of the two buses lost control
over the vehicles, said Anwar Hossain, sub-inspector of
Madhpur Highway Police Station.

Vehicular movement on the highway was disrupted for
two hours due to the mishap. Highway police and
firefighters rescued the victims.

In Joypurhat, a motorcyclist was killed as a bus hit his
vehicle on Joypurhat-Akkelpur road near Kechermor of
Akkelpurupazila yesterday.

MOVE TO EXCAVATE CTG CANAL

Work delay to raise
cost by Tk 288cr

The Chittagong City Corporation is yet to
begin the excavation work of a 3-km canal
from Chittagong's Bahaddarhat to the
Karnaphuli River, supposed to be com-
pleted by June this year to mitigate the city's
waterlogging crisis.

As a result, the project cost also went up by
Tk 288.41 crore.

The CCC recently made a Revised
Development Project Proposal (RDPP),
seeking two more years to complete the project.
As per the RDDP, the Tk 326.84 crore project,
approved by the Executive Committee of
National Economic Council on June 24, 2014,
will now cost Tk 615.25 crore.

[t now awaits the approval of the planning
ministry. According to the Chittagong City
Corporation sources, complications in land
acquisition process and fund shortage are
one of the major reasons behind the delay.

The project initially had allocated Tk 224.16
crore for land acquisition whereas the RDPP
now hasTk 374.85 crore, said CCC sources.

The CCC undertook the project to dig up
the canal from Baroipara to the Karnaphuli
following the recommendations of
Chittagong Drainage Master Plan 1995 for
digging up three canals. This was supposed
to be the first of the three canals recom-
mended for excavation.

Some 25 acres of land is needed to build the
65-foot-wide canal, which will have a 20-foot-
wide road on both sides, the sources added.

The government was supposed to provide
about Tk 245.13 crore for the project while the
rest would come from the CCC's funds.

But the CCC has got only Tk 63.75 crore
from the government so far, said CCC offi-
cials. They bought some equipment for the
project with a portion of the money.

CCC Chief Engineer Lt Col Mohiuddin
Ahamed said due to the increase in land
prices, the cost of the project went up.

He said Tk 90 crore has been allocated for
the project in the last budget. They would
start the project once they get the allocated
money, he said
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Not just pay, also
lag behind in dignity

Say journos comparing their pay
scale with that of govt's

Journalists are not only getting less salary in comparison
with the government employees, they are also behind in
terms of dignity, said journalist leaders at a press conference
yesterday.

The highest salary scale of a journalist under the exist-
ing eighth wage board is equivalent to that of the sixth
grade of the ninth pay scale for the public servants, they
pointed out.

A special grade government official draws Tk 86,000 as
basic pay while a journalist gets Tk 35,875, they added.

Leaders of Bangladesh Federal Union of Journalists and
Dhaka Union of Journalists disclosed this at the conference,
held at the capital's Jatiya Press Club.

They said the starting salary of a government official is Tk
22,000 while that of ajournalist Tk 12,600.

Finance Minister AMA Muhith on August 8 said the sala-
ries and allowances given in five categories in the newspaper
industry were higher than that of the government employees.

Refuting his claims, journalist leaders alleged that a
vested quarter was trying to mislead the minister.

They also announced a series of programmes, including a
daylong hunger strike on September 20 at Jatiya Press Club
to press home their demand for the ninth wage board.

They decided to hold rallies and sit-in programmes in
front of the secretariat every day from September 24,

The journalist leaders also decided to exclude
Information Minister Hasanul Haq Inu from all their
programmes.

They also criticised the delay in inclusion of the elec-
tronic media in the wage board.

BFUJ-faction President Bulbul Ahmed and Secretary
General Omar Faruk; DUJ president Shaban Mahmud
and its General Secretary Sohel Haider Chowdhury
