Case filed for
trying to
‘poison' public
prosecutor's
daughter

A case has been filed in
connection with the
attempt to poison daughter
of Advocate Wazed Ali
Khokon, the public prose-
cutor in Narayanganj
seven-murder case.

Selina Wazed Minu,
Wazed's wife, filed the
case with Narayanganj
Sadar Model Police
Station yesterday. Four
unidentified persons were
accused in the case for
attempting to poison
Maisha Wazed Prapti on
her way home from a
coaching centre on
Bangabandhu Road in
Narayanganj on
Wednesday.

Officer-in-Charge (OC)
Shahin Parvez said a case
has been filed. They are
trying to identify the
accused persons and arrest
them, he said.

Prapti's father Wazed Ali
Khokon represented the
state in the sensational
seven-murder case, in
which the High Court on
Tuesday upheld death
sentences of 15, including
former Rab officer Tarek
Sayeed and former
Narayanganj councillor
Nur Hossain.

Yesterday afternoon,
Wazed, his wife and
daughter met journalists at
their home, where the PP
said the verdicts, handed
down by the lower and
high court, satisfied every-
one

However, any third
party might have been
aggrieved by the verdict,
he added.

To take revenge, some-
one might have attempted
to poison his daughter, said
the PP, adding, "We are
worried."

A member of the ASK team, Mita Rani Dey, told this corre-
spondent that at least three miscreants have brutally beaten
up and violated the victim.

“She still has internal bleeding. We believe that the claim
of theviolation and brutal torture is not false,” she said.

Bijoy Chandra Basak, superintendent of police in
Barguna, did not wish to make any comment over a “judi-
cial matter” as the victim and her husband had already
given their statements to a magistrate.

Betagi Police Station Officer-in-Charge Mamunur Rahman
said they so far arrested four including two accused in the case
and they were launching drives to arrest the other accused.

One of the accused -- Mehedi Hasan alias Rabiul, 18, son
of Sultan Hossain of Kadamtala village in Hosnabad union
-- was arrested on August 20, while another accused Jewel,
30, on August 22. Two other people - Abdul Hakim
Hawlader, 45, and Kuddus Kazi, 42, of Kadomtala village
were arrested for helping the assailants flee the crime scene.

On August 17, the female teacher was finishing up
administrative work afterhours on the first floor of the
school while her husband was keeping her company. The
main entrance downstairs was locked at the time as all
students, teachers and staff had left the building.

According to the case filed the same night, six people --
Sumon Biswas, 35, Mohammad Rasel, 24, Sumon Kazi, 30,
Mohammad Robiul, 18, Mohammad Hasan, 25, and Jewel,
30 -- climbed up and entered the classroom where the
teacher was working, They beat up the couple and raped her
while confining the husband to another classroom.

'CJ SHOULD RESIGN
WILLINGLY'

Addressinga press briefing at

Hasanul Haque Inu yester-
day said the chief justice
should resign voluntarily to
regain the judiciary’s image
which he made controversial
through making "unwanted
comments", reports UNB.

"The chief justice has
stirred a controversy
through his unwanted
remarks and has made both
the judiciary's image and
himself controversial. I urge
him to think whether he
would resign willingly to
end the controversy and
regain the judiciary's
image," he said.

Terming the verdict
"unacceptable”, he said the
verdict should be reviewed.

As per Article 97 of the
constitution, he said, the
president could also play a
role in this regard. "We'll take
our next step after discussions
ontheverdictin parliament.”

"We've been examining
how the verdict could be
reviewed following legal
process expunging all the
irrelevant observations,” he
said.

"The verdict, however, has
not created any political or

thegovernment.”

Article 97 sa "If the
office of the Chief Justice
becomes vacant, or if the
President is satisfied that the

duties, as the case may be, be
performed by the next most
senior Judge of the Appellate
Division."
