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Flood hits hundred

Gaibandha schools

Education of thousands of children in
flood affected Saghata upazila is badly
hampered as about a hundred educa-
tional institutions have remained
closed for about two weeks due to slow
recession of floodwater.

As a result, classrooms and com-
pounds of most of those institutions
still remain inundated by the
floodwater.

The situation is worrying the guard-
ians as their children cannot attend
classes, which would affect their results
in the annual examination.

According to the upazila education
office, about 78 government primary
schools, 13 high schools, eight

madrasas and a college have remained
closed for the last two weeks as the
institutions are still submerged by
floodwater.

Uncertainty over restoring school-
ing in the flood affected institutions is

a matter of serious concern now.

Besides, the authorities concerned
will face serious problems in holding
the annual examinations as they could
not arrange any alternative place for
the children's education.

"Additional classes will be arranged,
especially to the Class V students, so
that they can appear in their upcoming
PSC exams with adequate prepara-

tion,” said Hosne Ara Begum, head-
master of Anantapur Government
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Primary School.

Headmaster Mizanur Rahman
of Gobindapur High School said
his institution will arrange addi-
tional classes for the JSC
examinees this year.

Children could not continue learn-
ing their lessons as many of them are
suffering from shortage of books,
which were damaged by the
floodwater, said Ayub Ali, a resident of
Patilbari village in the upazila.

Probhash Chandra, assistant
upazila education officer in Saghata,
said classes have already started in
three flood-ravaged government pri-
mary schools and the rest will be
reopened as soon the floodwater
recedes.

Like many other educational institutions in Gaibandha's Saghata upazila, Anantapur Government Primary School

Tries to take own life

Six railway staft
sued for selling
fake tickets

A man tried to commit suicide yesterday after killing his mother and daugh-
terin Kamargram area under Boalmari Municipality of the district.

The deceased are Sundori Das, 55, mother of Sreekanto Das, 32, and his
three-year-old daughter Shraboni. They were from Satkhira and lived in a
rented house in the area. Shreekanto is a salesman of a private company and
was divorced a couple of years ago.

Putul Saha, the house owner's wife, said, "Sreekanto rented our
house seven months ago. As I did not see anyone of the family in the
morning, | went to their house and found Sundori and Shraboni
dead, and Shreekanto bleeding from wounds on his hands and neck.”

“We sent the bodies and injured Sreekanto to Faridpur Medical College
Hospital with the help of municipality councillor, Sheikh Azizur Rahman.”

Azizur said, “Sreekanto told me that he strangled his mother and daugh-
ter and then tried to commit suicide by slashing his hands and throat.”

He added that police found a note with an address and mobile number
from the spot. In the note, Sreekanto wrote, “I die for love. Send the news of
our death to Shanti.”

Shanti Sarkar, 24, daughter of Somojit Sarkar, said over mobile that
Sreekanto went to their house with a marriage-broker the day before Eid-ul-
Fitr with a marriage proposal, but her father did not agree. Later, Sreekanto
called her several times, saying he would commit suicide after killing his all
family members.

Office-in-Charge of Boalmari Police Station Mizanur Rhaman said, "We
think Sreekanto was suffering from frustration. So he killed his mother and
daughterand tried to commit suicide.”

Police have arrested Sreekanto, he added.
