The Bangladesh Centre for Advance Studies (BCAS),
Unicef Bangladesh, and the planning ministry jointly pre-
pared the five-year draft plan, based on the Saarc policy
framework on Child Centred Disaster Risk Reduction and
Climate Change Adaptation.

Bangladesh is one of the most vulnerable countries to
climate change that made the children the worst sufferers,
said Dr Dwijen Mallick, a fellow of BCAS and one of the
authors of the plan.
