With fossil fuel bans, e-cars
shift into higher gear

Beijing's announcement that it is considering
joining France and Britain in banning petrol and
diesel cars from its smog-clogged roads prom-
ises to accelerate a push towards electric vehicles
-- a race in which Chinese carmakers have every-
thing to gain.

As the global auto industry braces for a shake
up, here's what you need to know.

While France and Britain have said they plan
to outlaw sales of new diesel and petrol cars by
2040, Beijing has not yet set a date for its pro-
posed ban. But if China, the world’s largest car
market, turns its back on fossil-fuel powered
cars, it could change the auto industry forever.

With annual sales of some 24 million vehi-
cles, China is home to one in every four new
cars on the planet. By 2024, analysts at

AlixPartners forecast sales will climb to 42
million annually, accounting for 36 percent
of the global market.

By comparison, France and Britain each record
sales of some two million new cars per year.

"If China says no more ICE (internal combus-
tion engine), the rest of the world will follow
because the rest of the world can't lose China's
market. It's too big," says Bill Russo, managing
director of Gao Feng Advisory Group in Shanghai.

The mooted driving bans promise to be a hot
topic of discussion at the Frankfurt International
Motor Show (IAA) this week, Europe's top
industry showcase. By law, foreign carmakers are
recuired to team up with Chinese companies if
they want to do business in the country.

With China also mulling quotas for electric
vehicles -- another move that could jolt the
industry, traditional auto giants from Europe,
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Chinese companies are betting big on electric cars, like the 'LeSEE' concept car internet com-

pany LeEco Holdings Ltd unveiled last year.

the United States and Japan have no time to
waste in expanding their ranges of hybrid and
electric cars, experts say.

"European carmakers will have to step up
their efforts in electric vehicles if they don't want
to be chased out of the market, because their
current offerings are insufficient," says analyst
Stefan Bratzel, head of Germany's Center of
Automotive Management.

Electric cars only account for 1.7 percent of
total sales in China at the moment, but spurred by
government incentives the figure has been grow-
ing steadily and could skyrocket in coming years.

Chinese carmakers have bet big on the cleaner
engines of the future, and account for 96 percent
of electric vehicles sold in the country -- compared
to a market share of just 43 percent in the tradi-
tional car sector. Anticipating the industry revolu-
tion, Chinese firms already dominate the produc-
tion of electric motors and batteries. "This poses a
real problem for the European industry," says
Laurent Petizon of AlixPartners.

The era of the combustion engine "will end
on a time schedule where China can assure itself
that its own domestic carmakers are capable of
delivering the solution they would like to see on
the road," Russo predicts.

Not necessarily. While pedestrians and
cyclists in pollution-plagued mega-cities may
breathe easier around the purring of electric cars,
how 'green' the vehicles are depends on how
clean the manufacturing process was.

In China, fossil fuel plants with their climate-
altering carbon emissions still power the bulk of
the country's factories.

Promising to clean up its act, the government
has said it wants 20 percent of Chinese power
consumption to come from low-emission
energy by 2030, up from 11 percent currently.

In France, which derives 75 percent of its energy
from nuclear power, a massive switch towards
electric cars would theoretically translate in a signif-
icant reduction of harmful carbon emissions.

Any electric car boom will also bring scrutiny to
the environmental footprint of battery production,
from the extraction of raw materials like lithium to
the complex recycling of toxic components.

EU to race Britain for
Australia, NZ trade deals

The European Union wants to launch and
conclude free trade negotiations with
Australia and New Zealand in the next two
years, European Commission President
Jean-Claude Juncker said on Wednesday,
opening up a potential race with Britain.

If Juncker's timeframe is achieved, the EU
could nip in ahead of the UK, which is also
courting both countries but cannot negoti-
ate independent trade deals until it leaves
the EU in March 2019.

Juncker said there was a good chance that
the EU would agree the main elements of a
new free trade with the Mercosur countries
of Argentina, Brazil, Paraguay and Uruguay
and of an updated trade partnership with
Mexico by the end of this year.

"And today, we are proposing to open
trade negotiations with Australia and New
Zealand," Juncker told EU lawmakers.

"I want all of these agreements to be
finalised by the end of this mandate. And 1
want them negotiated in the fullest trans-
parency,”" he added. The current
Commission's term of office runs until Oct.
31, 2019.

The EU is seeking to capitalise on new
trade opportunities in response to a more
protectionist "America First" stance from
the United States under President Donald
Trump.

"We will not miss any opportunity to step

in. Whatever space the Americans leave
behind, the Europeans will occupy,” a
senior L1.S. official said.

Juncker said, however, that while Europe
favoured open commerce, it needed reci-
procity from its trading partners.

"We have to get what we give," he said.

The European Union was not a group of
"naive free traders" and would always
defend its strategic interests.

The European Commission is now
proposing that it should have the right to
review foreign investment in important
assets.

"If a foreign, state-owned, company
wants to purchase a European harbour, part
of our energy infrastructure or a defence
technology firm, this should only happen in
transparency, with scrutiny and debate,”
Juncker said.

France, Germany and Italy jointly wel-
comed the proposal to give member states a
tool to intervene.

Juncker did not mention any country, but
most EUl concern over reciprocity and
investment has centred on China.

China's COSCO Shipping already owns a
majority stake in Greece's biggest port,
Piraeus, and a share of a terminal at
Europe's largest port, Rotterdam. China
contributed to the European Union's
Galileo satellite navigation programme,
which critics say led to a massive transfer of
technology.
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
