Bank of England sees Brexit risks
to EU bank lending in UK

Brexit poses risks to the ability of British
companies to borrow from European
banks and to some clearing activity
which might have to relocate from
London once Britain leaves the EU, the
Bank of England said on Tuesday.

Banks from the bloc
associated countries accounted for
around 10 percent of lending to
British companies, the BoE's Financial
Policy Committee (FPC)
summary of its most recent meeting
held on Sept. 20. Currently, those
banks can operate as branches but they
might have to upgrade to fully fledged

“The risk of disruption to whole-
sale UK banking services appeared to
be slightly higher than previously
thought, given that a number of EEA
(European Economic Area) firms
branching into the UK were not suffi-
ciently focused on addressing this
issue,” the FPC said in a statement.

The BoE's Prudential Regulation
Authority was “engaging firms to
improve the state of their contingency
planning.” PRA Chief Executive Sam
Woods told Reuters last week that he
expected 130 licence applications
from branches. “Firms would need to

start seeking authorisations in 2018
Q1," the FPC said.

The FPC also said there was a “sub-
stantial risk”
border clearing operations in financial
services, such as derivatives used by
companies to hedge themselves against
potential financial market swings.

The EU has published a draft law
that would require clearing of euro-
denominated transactions in some
cases to be shifted from London to
cities in the bloc after Brexit, a pro-
posal resisted by Britain.

The FPC said clearing houses were
examining contingency options “in-
cluding the potential to relocate some
clearing activity from the UK in order
to continue to provide services to EU
clients.”

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Reliance Industries
makes first purchase

of US crude

Reliance Industries Ltd has purchased crude oil car-
goes from the United States for the first time, drawn by
the lower price for US oil versus global benchmarks,
three trade sources said on Tuesday.

Reliance, the owner of the world's biggest refining
complex at Jamnagar, is joining state-run refiners
Indian Qil Corp, Bharat Petroleum Corp and
Hindustan Petroleum Corp in importing US crude.
The purchase illustrates the vast reach of US oil exports
since the government rescinded a decades-long ban at
the end of 2015.

For this purchase, Reliance bought 1 million barrels
of West Texas Intermediate (WTI) Midland and a
similar-sized cargo of Eagle Ford crude, both of which
are expected to arrive in November, the sources said.

US producer Occidental Petroleum Corp sold the
WTI Midland cargo, they said.

Reliance did not respond to Reuters' email seeking
comiments.

There was also no reply to an emailed request for
comment from Occidental sent outside of US business
hours.

Opportunities for Indian refiners to import more
US crude increased after the discount for West Texas
Intermediate, the benchmark for US crude, to global
benchmark Brent stretched to its widest since 2015
during September.

State-run Indian refiners have bought a total 7.85
million barrels of oil from the United States so far.

India's imports of US oil follows Indian Prime
Minister Narendra Modi's visit to Washington in June
when President Donald Trump said his country looked
forward to exporting more energy products to India.

Last Australian-made
Toyota rolls oft
production line

The last Australian-made Toyota rolled off the produc-
tion line Tuesday, ending over five decades of manu-
facturing by the Japanese firm as the once-booming
local car-making industry grinds to a halt.

Toyota announced in 2014 that it would stop mak-
ing vehicles at its unprofitable Australian plants,
joining the country's other two large automakers --
Ford and US giant General Motors' Holden offshoot.

Ford closed its production line last year and
Holden will shutter its only remaining car factory in
Adelaide later this month. All three companies blame
the Australian dollar's strength and an increasingly
competitive market for the local sector's decline.

"Toyota became the top automobile manufacturer
in Australia,” Toyota Australia president Dave Buttner
told close to 3,000 employees at the closure of the
Altona plantin Melbourne Tuesday:.

"The vehicles produced here became a byword for
quality and reliability not only in Australia but also in
the world as the vehicles were exported to other
regions like the Middle East."

Some 2,600 workers have lost their jobs, although
the company has retained 1,300 for distribution and
sales, as well as research and design.

Prime Minister Malcolm Turnbull said it was a sad
day but pointed to new higher-end manufacturing
opportunities as a means to help offset the job losses.

"The investment that we're making in defence, in
naval shipbuilding in particular, is going to deliver
thousands of advanced manufacturing jobs," he told
reporters.
