BCL leader Sudipto's
killers won't be spared

Awami League (AL) General Secretary Obaidul Quader yester-
day said those who were involved in killing Chittagong city
unit Bangladesh Chhatra League (BCL) leader Sudipto
Biswas, would be brought to book at the earliest.

Quader, also road transport and bridges minister, was
addressing a programme, organised by the AL of Chittagong
north and south district units in the port city.

Speakers at the programme said Ataur Rahman was an
honest politician throughout his life. He led the party from
the front after 1/11 political changeover, they added.

During the programme, around a hundred BCL activists
were chanting slogans in front of the stage demanding arrest
and punishment of the killers of Sudipto.

Sudipto, an assistant general secretary of Chittagong city
BCL unit, was beaten to death minutes after two youths
called him out of his house in South Nalapara area of the
city on Friday morning.

Quader said, “I have already talked with the prime minister,
police headquarters and high officials of Chittagong police.”

“I told the police officials that we don't want the culture
of impunity... those who were involved in this incident will
have to be punished,” he said.

“Proper trial and punishment will have to be ensured to
stop recurrence of such incidents in future.”

Criticising BNP, the AL general secretary said BNP tried to
create issues one after another, but could not succeed. "Now
they are making an issue out of chief justice’s leave. .. the chief
justice went on leave on medical grounds, but BNP alleged
that his signature had been forged in the leave application.”

AL Publicity Secretary Hasan Mahmud spoke among
others with its Chittagong north district unit President
Nurul Alam Chowdhury in the chair.

Rohingyas to be given
cholera vaccines

The forcibly displaced Myanmar nationals, who took shelter
in the country's Cox's Bazar and Teknaf, will be fed oral
cholera vaccines from today, fearing an outbreak of the dis-
ease, said Health Minister Mohammed Nasim yesterday.

“We found diarrhoea and dysentery patients among the
Rohingyas. So, we can't rule out the odds of cholera out-
break. For this, we decided to vaccinate nine lakh people,”
Nasim told a press briefing at his ministry.

The vaccines will be given in two phases, he said.

In the first phase, 6.5 lakh Rohingyas will be given vaccines
from October 10 to 15; in the second phase, 2.5 lakh will be
vaccinated between October 31 and November 5, he said, adding
that after six months, booster doses will be given to them.

Defying the ongoing 22-day govern-
ment ban on catching hisla across the
country, mother hilsa fishing are going
on unabated in Munshiganj.

In a bid to protect mother hilsa
during its peak breeding season, the
government declared catching, selling,
transporting and hoarding of the
national fish illegal between October 1
and 22,

Locals said fishermen are netting
hilsas in the river Padma in Louhajang
upazila of the district every day.

While visiting the area on Sunday, The
Daily Star found such a scenario. The
customers, mostly females, were throng-
ing the riverbank early in the morning.

Besides, a section of fishermen have
been hoarding a huge number of hilsas
with ice in cork sheet boxes and, later,
making home deliveries.

Hilsas are being caught in the river
Meghna in Sadar and Gazaria upazilas of

District Fishermen
Association President Alim Uddin said
fishermen have not gone to the rivers
to catch hilsas since the ban started.

He alleged that the government is not
giving compensation to the fishermen.

District Fisheries officials said they
did not get allocation of rice for the
fishermen. They are trying to get it,

the government conducted drives in
the districts.

So far 25 mobile courts were oper-
ated till yesterday. They conducted 73
raids at 561 markets and filed 73 cases.

They fined fishermen Tk 1.7 lakh
and seized 1,072 kilogrammes of
hilsas, said District Fisheries Officer Dr
Oliur Rahman.

He said about 36,000 metres of
nets, including current nets, worth
more than Tk 6 lakh were seized.

A mobile court sentenced a fisherman
named Nasir to five days' imprisonment.

Munshiganj Sadar Upazila Nirbahi
Officer Suraiya Jahan said due a lack of
speed boats successful drives against
catching hilsa cannot be conducted in
many cases. Fishermen manage to flee
while they reach spots by trawlers, she
added.

"We are happy that the
tests were held in the last
two years without any con-
troversy," Prof Azad told The
Daily Star.

According to the DGHS,
there are 3,318 seats in the 31
public medical colleges, while
6,225 in 69 private medical
colleges of the country.

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HC 1ssues rule on
broadcasting ads
on foreign TV
channels

The High Court yesterday issued a rule asking the govern-
ment to explain in four weeks why it should not be directed
to take necessary steps to stop broadcasting advertisements
on foreign television channels running in Bangladesh.

The bench of Justice Quazi Reza-Ul Hoque and Justice
Mohammad Ullah came up with the rule following a writ
petition filed by Supreme Court lawyer Aklas Uddin
Bhuiyan on September 20,

The lawyer in the petition said broadcasting advertise-
ment on foreign channels in the country is prohibited
under the Cable TV Network Operation Act 2006.

But some dishonest businessmen are providing adver-
tisements to foreign TV channels without the government
permission resulting in damaging the domestic industry, he
said in the petition,

Under the act, the highest punishment is two years'
imprisonment or Tk 1 lakh fine for violating the cable net-
work rules, he told The Daily Star.

The information secretary, senior commerce secretary,
chairman of National Board of Revenue, governor of
Bangladesh Bank, chairman of Bangladesh
Telecommunication Regulatory Commission, director
general of Bangladesh Television and inspector general of
police have been made respondents to the rule.

Deputy Attorney General Tapas Kumar Biswas repre-
sented the government.
