Independent University,

[slam coordinated the
project at Ghundum Camp
in Ramu of Ukhiya, says a
press release.

Around 1,200 bags of
rice, pulses, salt, potato and
powdered milk were dis-
tributed.

Medicines worth Tk 2
lakh and 200 bed sheets
were also given and 10
water pumps and 20 slab
latrines were constructed
for the refugees.

Twenty-three tonnes of
relief food worth Tk 25
lakh was allocated by the

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Responding to another query about
whether the Rohingya Muslims would be
able to participate in the Ijtema,
Asaduzzaman said since they (Rohingya
Muslims) are foreigners, they will have to
maintain applicable rules enforced on
foreigners visiting the Ijtema.

Following the incident, Zahurul Islam,
a security guard of the residence, filed two
cases -- one for plotting to kill Hasina and
the other for hurling bombs -- with
Dhanmondi Police Station.

In 1997, eight vears after the attack,
the Criminal Investigation
Department (CID) pressed charges
against 19 people including Freedom
Party leaders and Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman's murderers Syed
Farooq Rahman, Sultan Shahriar Rashid
and Bazlul Huda.

On July 5, 2009, charges were framed

against 16 accused.

Four of the accused -- Sohel alias
Freedom Sohel, Golam Sarwar Mamun,
Joj Miah and Syed Nazmul Maksud
Murad -- are currently in jail. Four other
accused -- Humayun Kabir, Mizanur
Rahman, Khandokar Amirul Islam and
Md Shahjahan alias Balu -- were freed on
bail.

Two others -- Zafar Ahmed and H Kabir
-- are absconding while two other accused
-- Gazi Liakat Hossain and Rezaul Islam
Khan -- died before.

Syed Farooq Rahman, Sultan Shahriar
Rashid and Bazlul Huda were executed in
the Bangabandhu murder case.

[nternet access rises
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There are debates on issues of religion,
sexual orientation, communal harmony
and women's rights on the internet and
these discussions often generate extreme
and intolerant reactions including hate
speech, said Tahmina, also a winner of
Franco-German Prize for Human Rights.
