6 killed in road accidents

Six people were killed and 28 others injured
in road accidents in the country yesterday
and Monday.

Qur Dinajpur correspondent reports, four
people were killed and 28 others injured in
separate road accidents in Dinajpur,
Joypurhat and Naogaon on Monday evening.

Two persons were killed and three others
injured when a sand-laden tractor hit a
rickshaw-van carrying four passengers at
Puranapoil area in Joypurhat.

The dead are Akkas Ali, 53, and Asia
Begum, 50, of village Puranapoil in
Joypurhat Sadar upazila. The injured three,
including the van puller, were rushed to
Joypurhat Modern Hospital.

In Dinajpur, Shahinul Islam, 30, of vil-
lage Bachhargram in Birganjupazila, died as
a bus first hit his motorbike and then a truck

ran him over on Dinajpur-Panchagarh
highway in the upazila.

In Naogaon, a bus driver was killed and 25
others injured when two buses collided head-
on at Barindar Dal village in Porsha upazila.

The deceased is Kawsar Hossain, 35, of
Rohanpurupazila of Chapainawabganj.

Our Nilphamari correspondent adds,
Swapna Begum, 28, wife of Habibur Rahman
of Uttor Motukpur village in Domar upazila,
died as a battery-run three-wheeler hit her
from behind at Challish peer point on
Domar-Dimla road in the upazila yesterday:.

Locals seized the vehicle but its driver
managed to flee.

Our Jamalpur correspondent adds, Asad,
55, of Paschim Nayapara area, a motorcycle
mechanic, was killed as his motorbike col-
lided head-on with a cement-laden three-
wheeler on the bypass road at Chandra in
Jamalpur town on Monday night.
