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&4 chokes Khoranadi

Khoranadi, a small river at Uttar Saptana and Fulgachh villages in Sadar
upazila, has been turned into a canal as some local people have allegedly
grabbed its land for farming crops.

Khoranadi got its name as it was developed into a small river by digging
65 acres of land about 60 years ago.

Jatramohan Barmon, 48, of Uttar Saptana village said the land
was once owned by some local landowners, but it was recorded as
the government's khas land after the country's independence, and it
was being used by local people since then. "We depended on
Khoranadi till 2000 as water was available in the river round the
year,” he added.

Ashraful Islam, 50, of Fulgachh village said some local people
allegedly started filling the river for farming crops in 2000. "The
river turned into a canal in 2007-2008 and now we cannot use it,”
he said.

Fisherman Jahir Uddin, 65, of Uttar Saptana village said they used to earn
their livelihood through fishing in the Khoranadi, but they have not been
able to fish for the last few years as the small river has turned into a canal.
"We get water in the river during the rainy season, but it remains dry for most
of the year,” he added.

“Khoranadi was once known for abundance of local fish,” said local
farmer Shafiqul Islam, 58, of Fulgachh village.

One of the alleged land grabbers, Syed Ali, 47, of Uttar
Saptana village, said he has been farming crops on the river's
land as many local are also doing it. “If the government takes
steps to free the land, I will of course give up possession of the
land,” he added.

Member of Mogholhat Union Parishad in Sadar upazila Liton Islam said
he has requested the authorities concerned to save the Khoranadi river from

Two-third of the teachers, including the principal, of a big
educational institution in Jaldhaka upazila of the district
were absent from classes yesterday, showing their utter
negligence in performance of their duty.

Upazila Nirbahi Officer (LINO) Rashedul Huque, in a sur-
prise visit to renowned Rajarhaat Kabadi RM Alim Madrasa at
1:00pm yesterday, found that 12 teachers out of 19, including
the principal, were absent from classes while many students
had gone home and a few were loitering around.

The absentees are Principal Abdul Mannan, teachers
Golam Mostofa, Mahbubur Rahman, Aminur Rahman,
Shakhawat Hossain, Abu Sajjadur Rahman, Lutfor Rahman,
Shahidul Islam, Shahnur Alam, Rostom Ali, Shahidul Islam
and Arafat Ara Begum,

The UNO, who is also president of the upazila education
committee, checked the attendance register and found that all
the absent teachers had signed it before leaving the madrasa.
He recorded them as absent and signed the register.

The principal told the UNO that he had gone to meet the
district secondary education officer for official purpose. He,
however, could not give any satisfactory answer regarding
the absence of the other teachers.

District Secondary Education Officer Chanchal Kumar
Bhoumik said the principal came to his office for a few
minutes to inquire about filling up some forms online,
adding that he asked the principal to go back to the madrasa
after completion of his work in the office.

The UNO said disciplinary action will be taken against
the absent teachers.

Woman crushed to
death under train

Awoman was crushed to death under a train at Banpara area
in the town yesterday morning.

The deceased, Salma Begum, 50, wife of Amir Hossain,
used to live with her brother Faruk Miah in Shekherbhita
area of the town after becoming mentally imbalanced
around four months ago.

She came out of the house early in the morning and
walked along the rail tracks, said police, quoting Faruk.

At around 5:30am, she was crushed to death under the
wheels of Dhaka-bound commuter train from Jamalpur's
Dewanganj, said Akbar Hossain, sub-inspector (SI) of
Jamalpur Railway Police Station.

Being informed, police recovered the body and sent it to
Jamalpur General Hospital morgue for autopsy, the Sl said.

Anunnatural death case was filed with the police station.
