sheet, Rony fired random shots in the air from his sport
utility vehicle (SUV) for “being frustrated over post-
midnight traffic” on April 15 of 2015, leaving a rickshaw
puller and an auto-rickshaw driver dead on New Eskaton
Road.

Rony lowered the window of the vehicle and fired four to
five shots at random, hitting rickshaw-puller Abdul Hakim
and auto-rickshaw driver Yakub Ali. The two later died at
Dhaka Medical College Hospital

The incident did not draw much attention at first. But as
the media ran reports on Rony's involvement in the inci-
dent, it created a huge public outcry.

Later Rony was arrested; he admitted to police that he
had killed the victims by firing shots.

On July 21 of 2015, detectives pressed murder charges
against Rony and the court framed charge against him on
March 6 last year.
