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SALESWOMAN MURDER
Husband
arrested

in Jessore

The Rapid Action Battalion
(Rab) arrested the ex-
husband of a slain sales-
woman of a boutique
shop from a hotel in
Jessore on Tuesday night,
two days after he allegedly
stabbed his wife to death
in the capital's
Mohammadpur.

Sabuj Sheikh, 29, was
held from the residential
hotel around 8:10pm,

id Maj Mohammad Ali,
acting commanding offi-
cer of Rab-2, at a press
briefing at its headquar-
ters in Agargaon yester-
day.

“After the killing, Sabuj
first hid in Paltan and then
went to Chittagong. From
there, Sabuj came to
Jessore to escape to India,”
id Mohammad Ali,
adding that Sabuj had
admitted to the killing
during primary interroga-
tion.

On Sunday, Rokhsana
Akhter Tumpa, 26, a sales-
woman at the boutique
shop, “Nabba”, on Razia
Sultana road, was allegedly
abbed to death by Sabuj
around 10:30am following
an altercation.

Tumpa's uncle Zakir
Hossain told The Daily
Star that the couple got
married around seven
years back.

Later, Tumpa came to
know that Sabuj was also
married to another
woman and they had two
children. Therefore, she
got separated. Meanwhile,
relatives intervened and
the duo started their
conjugal life again, he
said.

But things started to
worsen gradually.

As a result, around five
months back, Tumpa
divorced Sabuj. But Sabuj
kept on disturbing her
every now and then, he
added.

On Sunday morning,
Sabuj went to the shop
with a kitchen knife and
stabbed Tumpa, said Maj
Mohammad Ali. “It appar-
ently seems that the mur-
der was preplanned.”

Morgue sources also said
they found three stab
marks on Tumpa’s body
and she died due to bleed-
ing profusely.

HC grants bail to
four BNP leaders

The High Court yesterday granted anticipatory bail to four
BNP leaders in four separate criminal cases for eight weeks
or until the police submit charge sheets to the trial courts in
the cases.

The accused BNP leaders are Amanullah Aman, Khairul
Kabir Khokon and Habib-un-Nabi Khan Sohel and Rafiqul
Alam Majnu.

Police filed the cases with Paltan and Motijheel police
stations on October 10 against the BNP leaders on
charges of preventing law enforcers from discharging
their duties during an agitation programme enforced by
the party.

The BNP called the programme protesting the arrest
warrants issued by a Dhaka court and a Comilla court
agai the party Chairperson Khaleda Zia in the three
separate cases.

Yesterday, the HC bench of Justice Md Miftah Uddin
Choudhury and Justice Zafar Ahmed granted anticipatory
bail to the four accused BNP leaders after hearing four
rate bail petitions filed by them.

The accused leaders also appeared before the HC bench
seeking anticipatory bail in the cases.
