JESSORE MILITANT DEN
'Neo-JMB' accumulated

bomb-making materials

Claim cops, sue four people

The huge quantity of bomb-making materials recovered
from a militant den in Jessore on Monday night was
accumulated by “Neo-JMB" to create subversive activities
in the town, claimed police yesterday:.

ATM Ajmal Huda, officer-in-charge of Kotwali Police
Station, told The Daily Star that a man, Mozaffar
Hossain, arrested on Monday and three of his aides who
are on the run, accumulated such materials.

On Monday, during an hour-long raid on the house of
Mozaffar in Pagladah area of Jessore sadar, police seized
five litres of acid, 150 detonators, 25 packets of explosive
gel and a large amount of grenade-making equipment,
police had claimed. Aloaded pistol and three magazines
were also found inside the "militant” hideout.

OC Ajmal said Mozaffar was recently given the charge
of regional commander of militant outfit “Neo-JMB".

Meanwhile, police filed a case under the Anti-
Terrorism Act against Muzaffar and three of his aides
yesterday.

The HC can examine the SC administration's

letter to the ACC under Article 102 of the con-
stitution, as it is not any part of the judicial
proceedings of the apex court, they argued.

After concluding the day's proceedings,
the HC judges fixed October 31 for further
hearing on this issue.

Barrister Moinul Hosein appeared for
Justice Joynul.

On October 9, the HC issued the rule
asking the then SC registrar general, the
then additional registrar Arunav
Chakraborty, Justice Joynul and the ACC
chairman to explain as to why the letter
should not be declared illegal.

The HC judges also requested SC law-
yers Zainul Abedin, AM Aminuddin and
Prabir Neogi to place their expert opinions

on the matter.

The bench passed the order after SC
lawyer Badiuzzaman Tafader placed a copy
of the letter before the HC bench for neces-
sary order.

The ACC on March 2 sent a letter to the
SC's registrar general's office asking for
documents regarding the service, salaries
and relevant benefits received by Justice
Joynul for conducting an enquiry about his
wealth.

In response, the SC administration on
March 28 sent the letter, signed by the then
Additional Registrar of the Appellate
Division of the SC Arunav Chakraborty, to
the ACC saying that if action was taken
against the former judge, the verdicts he had
delivered would become questionable,

petition with the SC against a High Court
order that on Sunday disposed of her
another petition containing similar prayer,
with an observation.

The HC observed that there is no need for
further cross-examination of nine prosecu-
tion witnesses of the case, as they have
already been cross examined in respect of
the trial proceedings against Tarique
Rahman (son of Khaleda) in the same case.

Citing from the leave to appeal petition,
Barrister Raghib Rauf Chawdhury, a lawyer for
Khaleda Zia, told The Daily Star that his client
filed the petition with the SC as some new
evidence has been submitted by the Anti-
Corruption Commission to the trial court.

On August 8, 2011, the ACC filed the Zia
Orphanage Trust case with Tejgaon Police
Station, accusing four people, including
Khaleda, of raising funds for the trust from
unknown sources through abuse of power.

as the prices of accommodation, transport
and food have shotup, she complained.

A top official of accounts department of
R, who did not want to be named, said the
university earned around Tk 16 crore from
the 1.21 lakh admission seekers who sub-
mitted record number of 3.16 lakh applica-
tions. Each application for 4,700 available
seats of 59 departments cost students Tk
275t0 Tk 825.

He said they deposited 40 percent of the
earnings to revenue accounts as per the
directives of the University Grants
Commission (UGC) while they distributed
remaining 60 percent among different
departments and institutes of the university.

However, RU insiders alleged that this is
the way the teachers, officials and employ-
ees pocket the large amount of money
instead of using this for the development of
the departments and institutes concerned.

For an hour's invigilation, every teacher,
officer and employee gets Tk 1,000, Tk 500
and Tk 300, they said.

Besides, teachers and employees receive
Tk 50,000 to Tk 3 lakh each based on the
hierarchy and also the size of the depart-
ments and institutes, they added.

Contacted, RU Registrar Prof MA Bari
said the university is not doing anything
new this year. “The system is being followed
for several years,” he said.

RU Pro-Vice Chancellor Prof Ananda
Kumar Saha denied the fact that there is any
intention of "business” in the admission
process.

“It's not about business or sufferings...,”
he said. “We all work spontaneously during
admission period when thousands of stu-
dents across the country gather at the cam-
pus...," hesaid.

Prof Ananda, however, admitted that
there might be some errors in holding tests
of same unit with different question papers,
but these errors are not significant.

On the other hand, a senior RU teacher
said the system will be proved "illegal" if
anybody challenges it in a court. Moreover,
UGC does not approve of it, he added.

courier service centre that the smugglers
had booked for sending the towels to
Spain.

Besides the drug-tainted towels, Rab also
claimed to have recovered 145 vials of the
injection containing a total of 1.45 litres of
Ketamine.

“It isn't possible to determine with the
naked eye that the towels are carrying

drugs,” the Rab official said, confirming that
they have found the presence of Ketamine in
the seized towels during lab tests.

Mufti Mahmud also said that Manna and
Gonzale came to Bangladesh two months
ago and before leaving, they taught the trio
how to prepare the towels with Ketamine.
"After receiving the towels in Spain, they
extract the drug from the towels -- either in
powder form or liquid.”
