Microsoft to
drop lawsuit
against US

government

Microsoft Corp said it will
drop a lawsuit against the
LIS government after the
Department of Justice
(DOJ) changed data
request rules on alerting
internet users about
agencies accessing their
information.

The new policy limits
the use of secrecy orders
and calls for such orders
to be issued for defined
periods, Microsoft Chief
Legal Officer Brad Smith
said in a blog post on

Monday:.
"As a result of the

issuance of this policy, we
are taking steps to dismiss
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Mahmood Malik, CEO of Infrastructure Development Company Ltd (Idcol), and Faisal Ahmed Chowdhury, chairman of
Baraka Power Ltd, the owning company of Karnaphuli Power Ltd (KPL), attend a deal signing ceremony at the
former's head office in Dhaka last week.

our lawsuit,” Smith said.

The company expects
the changes to end the
practice of indefinite
secrecy orders.

Microsoft filed the
lawsuit in April 2016
arguing that the US. gov-
ernment was violating the
constitution by preventing
the company from
informing its customers
about government
requests for their emails
and other documents.

The suit argued that
the government's actions
were in violation of the
Fourth Amendment,
which establishes the
right for people and
businesses to know if the
government searches or
seizes their property, and
the company's First
Amendment right to free
speech.

The changes will
ensure that secrecy order
requests are “carefully
and specifically tailored
to the facts in the case,”
Smith said.

Novartis sees bright
future for eye unit

Swiss pharmaceutical giant Novartis said Tuesday a
strategic review of its eye care unit showed that Alcon
can deliver strong growth, but that a possible spin-off
or listing is at least two years away.

While a decision on Alcon's fate had been expected
by the end of this year, the firm said it wanted further
quarters of sales growth and better profit margins
before taking a decision, meaning that no action was
likely before the first half of 2019,

Novartis also released Tuesday quarterly results
which showed a 7 percent increase in net profit to $2.08
billion on a 2 percentincrease in sales to $12 .4 billion.

But over the first nine months of the year net profit
was down 1 percent to $5.7 billion.

Novartis confirmed its annual outlook of sales
similar to the $48.5 billion registered last year and
operating profits near or slightly below the $12.9
billion recording in 2016.

The firm said it had made significant progress in its
strategic review of Alcon, part of which was a decision
to transfer over-the-counter Novartis ophthalmic
products into the division beginning in January.

As part of the review it "updated Alcon's strategic plan
which confirms that it has the potential to grow sales at or
above market while delivering profitability at least in line
with the industry,” the company said in a statement.

Sales rose by 6 percent in the third quarter to $1.5
billion. Over nine months, the rise in sales was 3 per-
centto $4.5 billion.

“Alcon delivered strong growth in both sales and
core operating income," chief executive Joseph
Jimenez said in the statement.

Options open on Opec oil
pact: Saudi energy minister

Saudi Energy Minister Khaled al-Falih said on Tuesday
that there was flexibility and options were open on an
Opec-led oil output reduction agreement.

Falih, who holds the rotating presidency of Opec,
said monitoring was under way on compliance with
the deal but he was satisfied and focused on everyone
working together.

“We are very flexible, we are keeping our options
open. We are determined to do whatever it takes to
bring global inventories down to the normal level
which we say is the 5-year average,” Falih said, adding
that work remains to be done.

“We have reduced the inventories by over 180 mil-
lion barrels and we still have about 160 million barrels
according to numbers I have seen last,” he told Reuters
at an investment conference in Riyadh.

Falih added that oil investment had returned after
the Opec-led pact to reduce supply began in January
and the recovery of the global economy:.

There was consensus, he said, to continue until
targets were reached to balance the market but shocks
to the market by reducing more than needed should
be avoided.
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EU reaches compromise on
low-cost eastern labour

ELI ministers on Monday struck a compro-
mise after marathon talks about low-cost
labour from eastern and central Europe, a
decision affecting workers posted tempo-
rarily to more affluent bloc members.

Since 2004, when several eastern and
central countries joined the EU, the issue
has riled richer nations as the workers’ taxes
and social charges are paid into their home
countries, making for cheaper employment.

"I believe we have found a balanced
compromise,” said Estonia's minister
Jevgeni Ossinovski, who chaired the 11
hours of talks as his country currently holds
the rotating EU presidency.

"We have very strong support for the agree-
ment that was reached," Ossinovski told a
final press conference in Luxembourg,

Opposing the agreement among the 28
labour ministers were Poland, Hungary,
Latvia and Lithuania, while Britain, Ireland
and Croatia abstained. The remaining
countries showed strong support for the
compromise, Estonia said.

French President Emmanuel Macron had
vowed to revamp the system, saying it created
an uneven playing field in wealthier EU

nations such as France, Germany and Austria.

Macron's office quickly hailed the com-
promise a "victory for Europe,” adding: "It's
an essential step to rebuild European trust.”

France pushed for and got a limit of 12
months for workers posted abroad but with
a key concession allowing for the period to
be extended for six months at the company’'s
request.

At the outset of the talks in March 2016,
the European Commission, the ELl execu-
tive, had proposed a 24-month cap.

Paris also yielded on the road transport
sector as central and eastern countries Poland,
Hungary, the Czech Republic and Slovakia as
well as Spain and Portugal voiced fears the
reforms would hurt their truck drivers.

Their work will be governed under the
previous rules for now,

The regulation, first introduced in 1996,
lets companies send workers from lower-
waged countries such as Poland to wealthier
economies on short-term assignments with-
out paying the host country's social charges.

The Posted Workers Directive has caused
resentment in western countries such as
France, Germany and Austria, which argue it
amounts to "social dumping” that creates
unfair competition on their labour markets.
