US business group worries
Trump unprepared for
commercial talks with China

A top US business lobby in China said
on Tuesday it was concerned US
President Donald Trump's adminis-
tration was not making sufficient
preparation for talks on imbalances
in the bilateral economic relationship
ahead of his November visit.

Little advance work has been done
for the visit, said William Zarit, chair-
man of the American Chamber of
Commerce in China. He was referring
to meetings by working level officials
to negotiate outcomes on commercial
issues for Trump's meeting with his
Chinese counterpart Xi Jinping.

“From what 1 understand, there
really hasn't been much of that for

countries on his first visit to the region
as president, will arrive in Beijing on
Nov. 8.

LIS officials were “still waiting” for
a Chinese response to issues raised
during the US-China Comprehensive
Economic Dialogue in July, Zarit said,
though he did not give specifics.

He called Chinese officials “master
negotiators” and said the US govern-
ment and business community had
long suffered from a less strategic view
of the economic relationship.

"And I think there is no exception
with this administration,” Zarit said.

He added that it was "not unrea-
sonable” to expect more progress 10
months into Trump's presidency.

Samsung Electronics logged
a record profit of $10.0
billion for the third quarter
and announced a sweeping
reshuffle of its top manage-
ment on Tuesday, seeking
to maintain its lead while
its heir is in prison,

The world's biggest mem-
ory chip and smartphone
maker has faced multiple
challenges since last year,
including a humiliating
recall of its flagship Galaxy
Note 7 handsets and a
corruption scandal that
engulfed its de facto leader.

But its net profits for
July to September soared
148 percent on the same
period a year ago -- its best
for any quarter -- it said in
a statement, thanks to
strong demand for its mem-
ory chips and a recovery in
smartphone sales with the
roll-out of the new genera-
tion Galaxy Note 8.

The figures come only two
weeks after chief executive
Kwon Oh-Hyun resigned,
saying the South's biggest
firm was facing an "unprece-
dented crisis" and its current
profitability was "merely a
fruit of decisions and invest-
ment made in the past".
