Farmers see good profit from
early potato farming

Farmers in Kishoreganj upazila of
the district are passing busy days in
early cultivation of potato after
harvesting short-duration Aman
paddy in expectation of good
profit.

“This upazila is reputed as an
early potato producing area as the
land is high and there is little pres-
ence of moisture, making it suitable
for early cultivation of the crop,”
upazila Agriculture Officer (UAQ)
Enamul Huque said.

the normal season for potato
cultivation will start from mid-

December after harvesting of tradi-
tional Aman variety paddy.

“We encourage farmers to culti-
vate early potato in the interim
period between harvesting of Aman
in mid-October and cultivation of
tradition potato as people in big
cities want to buy new crops even at
higher price, benefiting the produc-
ers economically,” he added.

Early potato can be harvested in
only 60 days, and farmers can culti-
vate traditional potato on the same
land, making them doubly bene-
fited, the UAO added.

“I cultivated early potato on my
three bighas of land as the early

harvest will enable me to sell it at Tk
50 to Tk 60 per kg, benefiting me
greatly, while farmers usually incur
loss by cultivating other crops,”
said farmer Ayub Hossain, 60, of
Chadkhana village.

"Marketing of early potato is
profitable as potato traders from
the capital and other big cities come
to our doorsteps to purchase the
crop,” said Hatem Ali of Boro Bhita
village.

“Many farmers like me will culti-
vate traditional potato on the same
land in mid- December after harvest-
ing of early potato in this ongoing
Robi season, benefiting us twice,”
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said Tayeb Ali of Putimari village.

The UNO said his office had seta
target to produce early variety
potato on 3,500 hectares of land
this year, and expressed optimism
that farmers might exceed the limit
and cultivate the vegetable on
4,000 hectares.

“As per our suggestion, farmers
are following this new cropping
pattern to cultivate additional
crops like early potato and Aus
paddy, along with Aman and Boro,
in one year, discarding the age-old
two crops pattern, said Deputy
Director of the district Department
of Agriculture Extension GM Idris.

RUMOUR OVER FACEBOOK POST

House, shop of
Hindu vandalised

Following a rumour of posting of a distorted picture on
Facebook humiliating Muslim religion, local people vanda-
lised a house and shop of a Hindu youth at Hatkrishnapur
bazar in Sadarpur upazila of the district yesterday.

To avoid any further unwanted incident, police arrested the
youth, Vishnu Malo, 22, and imposed section 144 in the area.

Md Billal Hossain Fakir, chairman of Krishnapur Union
Parishad, said some 200 angry people attacked the com-
puter and mobile servicing shop, owned by Vishnu, at
Hatkrishnapur bazar following a Facebook post through an
account named "Vishnu Kumar Malo" around 10:00am.

The mob also vandalised the house of the youth. Police
brought the situation under control around 11:00am.

Vishnu claimed that he did not post any picture related
to religion. He runs a Facebook account in the name
"Rahulvishnu" and the picture was posted from some
Vishnu Kumar Malo's account.

Upazila Nirbahi Officer Purobi Goldar said Section-
144 has been imposed in the area from 3:00pm yesterday
till 6:00pm today.

Office-in-Charge of Sadarpur Police Station said, they brought
the situation under control and arrested Vishnu Malo for inquiry.
Additional police have been deployed in the area, said the OC.

Selim said he asked the establishments to clear the
canal and directed Upazila Nirbahi Officer (UNO)
Shahadat Hossain Khandaker to take action in this
regard.

The UNO said he asked M/S Khan Developers and
Mumtaz Eye Hospital to free the canal in 48 hours, other-
wise, legal action would be taken against them.

The woman protested husband's

Victim's father Amritalal Sutradhar, of Chakua village in
Sulla upazila of Sunamganj, filed a case with Mohanganj Police
Station last night accusing Dulal, a carpenter, and his maternal
aunt Radharani, 28, said Officer-in-Charge Ansary Zinnat Ali.

The arrestees will be produced before a Netrakona court today
(Friday) with a prayer for seven-day remand foreach, the OCsaid.

Police said Dulal married China six months ago and
there had been a feud between them over Dulal's alleged
illicit love affair with Radharani, a mother of two sons.

On Monday night, an altercation took place between the
couple over the issue, the OC said, adding that Dulal might
have strangled China early Tuesday and left the scene, keep-
ing the body at their rented house.

Police said Dulal demanded dowry several times, but
China’s family could not give it.

China's brother-in-law Sukanta Sutradhar, said her poor
father gave Tk 30,000 in cash and one tola of gold during the
marriage.

Dulal had been living at his maternal uncle's house for some
seven years and his parents live in Bholaganj in Sylhet, Sukantasaid.
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
