UN calls on Australia as 600 asylum seekers
remain barricaded without food, water

The United Nations called on Australia to
stop a "humanitarian emergency" unfolding
at a detention centre in Papua New
sterday, urging an end to a tense d:
stand-offbetween refugees and authorities.

The Manus Island camp, set up to hold
and process asylum-seekers under Australia’s
harsh immigration
policy, was officially
closed Tuesday after it
was ruled unconstitu-
tional by PNG's
Supreme Court

But some 600
men have locked
themselves inside
despite water and
electricity being cut
and dwindling food
supplies, saying they
are fearful for their safety if they move to
transition centres amid reports locals do not
want them there.

Manus Island, Papua New Guinea,” the
organisation said in a statement.
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Describing the situation as "increasingly
tense and unstable”, the agency said there
was inadequate accommodation outside
the camp for all of the men, with one centre
stillincomplete.

Within the camp, they were storing water in
garbage bins to sustain themselves, UNHCR
said. One Manus detainee, an Iranian called
Behrouz Boochani, tweeted yesterday that
refugees were "digging
into the ground to find
water"

"As the days go by

where they have no
water and no electric-
ity, I think the tensions
will just go up higher,"
UNHCR  representa-
tive Lam Nai Jit told
AFP from Manus
Island, adding that the
weatherwas "extremely hotand humid"
id unease between the refugees and
local communities had grown due to a lack
of consultation when the transition centres

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Indian power plant
blast kills 29 people

85 injured; probe launched

The death toll from an explosion at a coal-fired power plant
in northern India has risen to 29, the company said yester-
day, as three more people died of their injuries.

Dozens more are being treated for critical burn injuries
sustained Wednesday when a boiler pipe burst ata plant run by
India's largest state-owned power utility in Uttar Pradesh state.

The government-run firm, National Thermal Power
Corporation (NTPC), said the death toll had risen to 29 by
late yesterday.

"Twenty nine persons hav: succumbed to injuries and 85
are being treated at hospitals,” NTPCsaid in a statement.

*NTPC family expresses deep grief, support and condo-
lence for the dece: workers who contributed towards
providing 24x7 powertoall.”

One survivor described being engulfed by burning hot
steam when the explosion occurred.

‘The man lost consciousness and woke up in hospital covered
in burns, according to the Press Trust of India news agenc

Workplace accidents are common in India, where poor
safety standards and lax enforcement of regulations have
led to horrific deaths.

The 1,550-megawatt (MW) plant, which employs around
870 people and supplies electricity to nine neighbouring states,
has shut down one of its units where the boiler exploded.

Ousted Pak PM returns
home to face graft trial

Pakistan's ousted prime minister Nawaz
Sharif returned home yesterday to face trial
in an anti-corruption case he calls political
revenge but which opposition leaders have
termed as accountability for the rich and
powerful

Sharif, who had been in London
with his wife who is undergoing g
cancer treatment, is due to appear
in court today over allegations
linked to London properties the
family owns, charges that could see
the former premier jailed.

Allies of Sharif, who has served
as prime minister twice and was
toppled in a military coup in 1999,
have called the proceedings a
political vendetta and hinted at interven-
tion by elements of the powerful army.

Sharif, 67, denounced the process in an
interview on Wednesday in London before
flying home.

"This case in the National Accountability
Bureau is highly bogus and fake, which

doesn't have links to corruption,” he told
Geo TV, comparing the process to charges
laid against him after General Pervez
Musharraf seized powerin 1999.

“There is no kickback or misappropria-
tion of the national exchequer, " he added.

The Supreme Court disqualified Sharif
from office in July over unreported sources
of annual income of about
$10,000, a salary the former pre-
mier denies ever receiving

The high court also ordered the
National Accountability Bureau
(NAB) to investigate and conduct a
, trial into the Sharif family's wider
finances, including the London
properties.

Sharif maintains control of the
ruling Pakistan Muslim League-Nawaz
(PMLN) party, which elected close ally
Shahid Khaqi Abbasi as prime minister after
Sharifwas disqualified

Also facing trial before the NAB court is
Sharif's daughter Maryam and her husband,
Muhammad Safdar. They have all pleaded
not guilty.
