Oil removal vessel
for Mongla port to
save Sundarbans

A CORRESPONDENT, Bagerhat

Sixty-six years after establishment of Mongla port, special
steps are being taken to remove oil floating on the adja-
cent Posur river channel to protect the bio-diversity of the
Sundarbans.

The port authorities bought an oil-removal vessel to
remove the oil from the 131 kilometer-long Posur
channel.

The construction work of this oil-sweeping vessel, which
is about 14 meters long and has speed of 14.5 nautical miles
per hour, was completed at a cost of Tk 18 crore through
international tender.

Chairman of Mongla port Commodore AKM Faruk
Hasan and its Harbour Master M Waliullah visited
Finland on October 8 to see the initial oil test (test
trial) of the ship.

An alleged robber was
killed in a gunfight with his
rivals at Nangarpur in
Jessore early yesterday,
claimed police.

Harbour Master M Waliullah said this is the first pur-
chase of an oil removal vessel after establishment of the port
in 1950.

On December 9 in 2014, furnace oil-laden oil tanker MV
Southern Seven Star drowned in the Chandpai Range of
Sundarbans. It spilled crude oil that caused death of many
aquatic creatures, said Waliullah

[t is necessary to quickly remove the oil-filled materials
from 131-kilometer long posur channel of the Sundarbans,
he said.

“This vessel will help us combat such kinds of disasters

quickly,” he added.

Sensing the presence of
the law enforcers, the rob-
bers fled the scene, leaving
one of their cohorts seri-
ously injured.

He was rushed to Jessore
General Hospital where
doctors declared him dead,
said the OC.

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Nilphamari farmers switch

to Vegetable farmlng

In recent years, vegetable cultivation
appears to be more profitable than
growing paddy for farmers in the
district.

Anwarul Islam, sub-assistant
agriculture officer of Department of
Agriculture Extension (DAE) in
Nilphamari, said in this ongoing
Robi season, farmers are cultivating
vegetables like potato and cauli-
flower on 28,414 hectares of land
while it was 26,590 hectares last
year.

Potato growing area 1s 22,810
hectares, compared to last year's
21,000 hectares.

Contrary to upward trend of
vegetable cultivation, the area for
aman paddy cultivation is gradually
declining as it was cultivated on
1,12,108 hectares this year com-
pared to last year's 1,12, 350 hect-
ares, said Anwarul.

Farmers said they incurred loss
in paddy cultivation in the last
consecutive years as production
cost became high due to increased
labour cost and prices of day
labourers, fertilizer, pesticide and
seedare on the rise while paddy
price remains low during harvest-
Ing time.

Kishoreganj Upazila Agriculture
Officer Enamul Huque said they
encourage farmers to go for crop
diversification without depending
merely on paddy cultivation as it
will bring maximum profit for
them.

Jibon was shot on Monday night when he came forward
to prevent Mamun and Jaher from altercation, locals said,
adding that it occurred as a sequel to Sunday's incident.

Locals took him to Brahmanbaria Sadar Hospital from
where doctors sent him to Dhaka Medical College Hospital
