Black Friday, Thanksgiving online
sales climb to record high

Black Friday and Thanksgiving online
sales in the United States surged to
record highs as shoppers bagged deep
discounts and bought more on their
mobile devices, heralding a promising
start to the key holiday season, accord-
ing to retail analytics firms.

LS retailers raked in a record $7.9
billion in online sales on Black Friday
and Thanksgiving, up 17.9 percent from
a year ago, according to Adobe
Analytics, which measures transactions
at the largest 100 US web retailers, on
Saturday.

Adobe said Cyber Monday is expected
to drive $6.6 billion in internet sales,
which would make it the largest US
online shopping day in history.

[n the run-up to the holiday week-

end, traditional retailers invested
heavily in improving their websites and
bulking up delivery options, preempt-
ing a decline in visits to brick-and-
mortar stores. Several chains tightened
store inventories as well, to ward off any
post-holiday liquidation that would
weigh on profits.

TVs, laptops, toys and gaming con-
soles - particularly the PlayStation 4 -
were among the most heavily dis-
counted and the biggest sellers, accord-
ing to retail analysts and consultants.

Commerce marketing firm Criteo
said 40 percent of Black Friday online
purchases were made on mobile
phones, up from 29 percent last year.

No brick-and-mortar sales data for
Thanksgiving or Black Friday was imme-
diately available, but Reuters reporters
and industry analysts noted anecdotal

signs of muted activity - fewer cars in mall
parking lots, shoppers leaving stores
without purchases in hand.

Stores offered heavy discounts,
creative gimmicks and free gifts to draw
bargain hunters out of their homes, but
some shoppers said they were just
browsing the merchandise, reserving
their cash for internet purchases. There
was little evidence of the delirious
shopper frenzy customary of Black
Fridays from past years.

However, retail research firm
ShopperTrak said store traffic fell less
than 1 percent on Black Friday, bucking
industry predictions of a sharper
decline. “There has been a significant
amount of debate surrounding the shift-
ing importance of brick-and-mortar
retail,” Brian Field, ShopperTrak's senior
director of advisory services, said.

Saudi Aramco, SABIC plan to build
$20b oil-to-chemicals complex

State oil giant Saudi Aramco and petro-
chemical producer Saudi Basic
Industries Corp signed a memoran-
dum of understanding on Sunday to
build a $20 billion complex converting
crude oil to chemicals in the kingdom.
The project, which the partners
said would be the largest crude-to-
chemicals facility in the world, is a
sign that the Saudi government plans
to spend heavily on diversifying the
economy beyond crude oil exports.
Private sector investment has

slowed in the last few years because of
low oil prices and government auster-
ity policies, so Riyadh aims to invest
billions of dollars on developing
value-added manufacturing indus-
tries such as chemicals, as well as
service industries like tourism.
Aramco Chief Executive Amin
Nasser told reporters that a final
decision on whether to go ahead with
the crude-to-chemicals project would
be made by the end of 2019. His com-
pany was tentatively looking at the
Red Sea port city of Yanbu, already an
industrial centre, as the location for

the project, he added.

The complex would start opera-
tions in 2025, processing about
400,000 barrels per day of Arabian
Light crude oil to produce about 9
million tonnes of chemicals and base
oils annually, plus 200,000 bpd of
diesel for domestic consumption.

SABIC's chief executive Yousef al-
Benyan said the project was the first
time that Saudi Arabia's two biggest
companies were cooperating on a
joint industrial project using a new
technology. Investment costs would
be shared equally.
