Rohingyas still fleeing
troubled Myanmar

Rohingya are still fleeing into Bangladesh
even after an agreement was signed with
Myanmar to repatriate hundreds of thou-
sands of the Muslim minority displaced
along the border, officials said yesterday.
The arrangement struck by the neigh-
bours on Thursday raised the prospect of at
least 700,000 Rohingya Muslims living in
overcrowded camps in southeastern
Bangladesh being returned to Myanmar.

But at least 3,000 refugees have crossed
since then, the United Nations said in its
latest report on the crisis, with guards at
check-posts along the frontier also reporting
a largely uninterrupted flow of newcomers.

"The number of arrivals has declined, but
it has not stopped," Bangladesh border
guard commander Lieutenant Colonel SM
Ariful Islam told AFP.

at least 400 refugees had

passed by guards under his command along
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
