Amnesty calls for full

investigation

UINB, Dhaka

Amnesty International has called for a full
investigation into the murder of indige-
nous human rights defender Mithun
Chakma, who was gunned down on
Wednesday by unidentified miscreants in
Khagracchari,

In a statement released yesterday, the
London-based human rights advocacy
group urged the Bangladesh authorities
"to hold a rigorous investigation, without
delay... and ensure that any persons against
whom credible evidence exists are prose-
cuted in accordance with international
standards of due process."

Mithun was an indigenous rights cam-
paigner who dedicated himself to fight-
ing for the Jumma, a collective term for
the indigenous peoples of the Chittagong
Hill Tracts region, after attending Notre
Dame College and graduating from Dhaka
University with a degree in linguistics.

Till the end, he remained a central
organiser of the United People's

Democratic Front (UPDF), the CHT-
based political party that was formed in the
wake of the CHT Peace Accords with a
sceptical view of the deal signed between the
government and the Parbatya Chattagram
Jana Samhati Samiti, or PCJSS.

PCJSS is the more longstanding CHT-
based political party whose armed wing,
the Shanti Bahini, fought a 25-year insur-
gency against the Bangladeshi state.

The 38-year-old Mithun was also for-
merly president of the Pahari Chhatra
Parishad (Hill Students Council), or PCP,
and general secretary of the Democratic
Youth Forum.

Local sources said Mithun was returning
home at Aparna Chowdhury Para after a
scheduled court appearance in a case filed
against him under the controversial Section 57
of the ICT Act on Wednesday, when a group of
armed assailants abducted him from Apama
Chowdhury Para around 12:30pm.

They then took him to the Sluice Gate
area, where they shot him in the head and
the abdomen. He died later.

In Mymensingh, a youth was killed and 15
others were injured when a Dhaka-bound bus
fell into a roadside ditch in Rangamatia area
yesterday:.

The incident occurred as the driver lost
control over the steering, said police quoting
witnesses. The male deceased, aged around 20,
could not be identified as of filing the report
around 6:00pm, reports our Mymensingh
correspondent.

The injured are being treated at
Mymensingh Medical College Hospital, said
OC Jakiur Rahman of Trishal Police Station.

QOur staff correspondent from Chittagong
adds, two persons were killed when an oil
tanker rammed their motorbike in Airport
Road area yesterday:.

The deceased are -- Rabbi Sheikh, 17, son of
Shaheed Sheikh, and his cousin Alamin
Sheikh, 26, son of Farukh Sheikh - hailing
from Pirojpur. They used to work as clearing
and forwarding (C&F) agents, said Md Enayet,
acousin of the victims.

The incident took place in front of Rubi
Cement Factory area around 1:30pm when
they were heading to work. Rabbi died on the
spot, said Sub-inspector Rajib Dey of EPZ
Police Station. Alamin was declared dead at
Chittagong Medical College Hospital.

Age no bar

Govt allows deed
writers to continue

even after 65

The government has
allowed certified deed
writers to continue work
even after 65 years of age.

Law Minister Anisul
Hugq yesterday approved a
proposal for abolishment
of 65-year age limit for
deed writers, according to a
law ministry press release.

Now, the registration
department of the ministry
will issue a gazette notifica-
tion soon in this regard,
the release added.

At a programme of
Bangladesh Dalil Lekhak
Samity (deed writers' associa-
tion), the minister declared
abolishment of the age limit
on December 9, 2017. Finally,
the proposal has been
approved this year as per the
declaration by the minister.

Before 2003, there was
no condition of educational
qualifications and age limit
for getting permission to
continue as a deed writer.

However, in a circular in
2003, the minimum educa-
tional requirement of S5C or
equivalent examinations and
the age limit were imposed.

As a result, many deed
writers became unem-
ployed after 65. Therefore,
they demanded the abol-
ishment of the age limit.

Another law ministry
release said the law minis-
ter has appointed inspector
general of registration Khan
Md Abdul Mannan for one
year on a contractual basis
after cancelling his post-
retirement leave,
