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Int'l Bengali Literature
Confce starts Saturday

A three-day “International Bengali Literature Conference
2018" will start at the capital's Bangla Academy on Saturday:.

Around 200 personalities including poets, novelists,
singers and journalists from Japan and India will attend the
event, Nasir Uddin Yousuff, the chief coordinator of
International Bengali Literature Conference organiser
parishad, told The Daily Star on Monday.

Kazuhiro Watanabe, chief programme director of Bangla
section at Radio Japan, who translated “The Unfinished
Memoirs” of Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman in Japanese language, is among the figures.

Besides, writer and novelist Samaresh Majumdar (India),
Sumon Chattopadhyay (India), lawmaker Jogen Chowdhury
(India) and Shirshendu Mukhopadhyay will attend.

This will be the second such event since 1974 when
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman inaugurated the first
International Bengali Literature Conference, added Nasir Uddin.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina will inaugurate the conference
as the chief guest on January 13 while former Indian president
Pranab Mukhjerjee will grace the closing ceremony on January 15.
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Want to see JP in power
before death: Ershad

Jatiya Party (JP) Chairman HM Ershad
yesterday said he wanted to see his party in
power before his death.

The JP chief also said he will not join
hands with the AL or BNP in the form of an
electoral alliance in the next general polls.

“They [AL and BNP] will join us. No one
will be able to come to power without Jatiya
Party.”

Ershad, whose party's three leaders are in
the Hasina cabinet, made the comments
while speaking at a joint meeting at the
capital’s Institute of Diploma Engineers.

They (AL and BNP) said JP will not be
able to nominate candidates in all the 300
constituencies, but "I'm prepared to nomi-
nate candidates in 900 constituencies,” he

said during the meeting.

Criticising the government over the
country's sorry state, especially the deterio-
ration of law and order situation and price
hike of essentials, he said, “The situation
of the country is not good. People are
living in miserable conditions due to price
hike of essentials. Enforced disappearance
and murder have become an everyday
matter.”

Referring to AL leaders' claim that the
country has now become a middle income
one, Ershad, also a special envoy to Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina, said the fact is that
the income of the ruling party leaders has
increased, not that of the people's.

Ershad also urged his party's leaders to
ensure a large gathering for the party's rally
scheduled for February 15 in the capital.

Dakhil madrasas are getting their salaries.
“This is nothing but sheer discrimination,”
he added.

"We were astonished when our education
minister on Sunday said the government
doubled our allowances. Is the monthly pay
of Tk 2,500 enough for a teacher to run his
family now? And what about the other teach-
ers, who get nothing?" he said.

Yesterday, the teachers were seen chanting
slogans for nationalisation holding placards
and banners. “Primary teachers are teachers;
are the teachers of independent madrasas
beggars?” read one such banner,

A number of female teachers also joined
the demonstration. “We have been waiting

for years to get salaries, but this time we will
not return home without the announce-
ment of nationalisation,” said Qazi
Mokhlesur Rahman, one of the teachers.

Mokhlesur, also the general secretary of
the platform, said no one from the govern-
ment has contacted them so far.

On Sunday, they submitted a memoran-
dum to State Minister for Technical and
Madrasa Division Kazi Keramat Ali.

Earlier, the teachers and employees of non-
MPO educational institutions observed fast
unto death for six consecutive days demand-
ing enlistment in the Monthly Payment Order
(MPO) facilities. They called off their strike

following the prime minister's assurance of
fulfilling their demand.

Today Is eighth death anniversary of Ishtiaque
Ahmed Khan, an eminent philatelist, historian,
author and a multi-dimensional research
scholar. He was the only Fellow of the Royal
Asiatic Society from Bangladesh and a member
of the Royal Philatelic Society, London. On 25
February, 2010 Bangladesh Post Office issued a
special postmark to commemorate his lifetime
contribution to philately.

Ishtiaque was a Gregorian. He had contributed
to Banglapedia and was author of "The Meter
Franking Cancellations of Bangladesh" and translated and edited "The Principles
of Scientific Management".

He was also awarded the Vermeil medal by the APS Stampshow, held in 2013,
In Milwaukee, Wisconsin, USA for his book "One Taka Inland Envelope of
Bangladesh: A Comprehensive Study".

At the time of his demise, he was an M. Phil scholar, Management Department at
the University of Dhaka. He was also a member of Dhaka Stock Exchange Ltd.
Although notamong us anymore, his memories remain as vivid today as itwas on
the day he died.

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VERDICT ON CHT REGIONAL COUNCIL

SC adjourns appeal
hearing till Jan 23

The Supreme Court yesterday adjourned till January 23
hearing on the appeals filed against the 2010 High Court
verdict that declared the Chittagong Hill Tracts (CHT)
Regional Council illegal and unconstitutional.

Following two separate writ petitions, the HC in April
2010 delivered the verdict observing that the state's unitary
character, which is the basic feature of the constitution, has
been hampered due to formation of the regional council.

The council can now run since the HC verdict has been
halted following a SC stay order.

Yesterday, the five-member bench of the Appellate Division
headed by Justice Md Abdul Wahhab Miah, who is performing
functions of the chiefjustice, was scheduled to hear the appeals.

The apex court bench passed the order following a time prayer
moved by Advocate A] Mohammad Ali, lawyer for a writ peti-
tioner, for taking preparation to place arguments on this issue.

The SC's earlier stay order (April 2010) will continue until
disposal of the appeals, Additional Attorney General Murad
Reza told The Daily Star yesterday.

The CHT regional council has been functioning under
the leadership of Santu Larma since its formation in 1999
following the signing of the CHT Peace Accord 1997.

Following two separate writ petitions filed by Bangalee
settler M Badiuzzaman and the SC's pro-Jamaat-e-Islami
lawyerTajul Islam on April 13, 2010, the HC declared the CHT
Regional Council Act 1998 illegal and unconstitutional.

The Appellate Division on March 3, 2011 upheld the cham-
ber judge's stay order and allowed the government and Santu
Larma to move separate appeals before it against the HC verdict.

Later on, the government and CHT Regional Council
filed two separate appeals with the SC, saying that the
regional council is a statutory authority to facilitate the
functions of three hill district councils and was formed in
line with the constitution.

The provisions of the regional council act, which have
been declared unconstitutional by the HC, are actually
protected by the constitution, as it provides for an affirma-
tive action in favour of a backward section of the popula-
tion, they said in the appeals.
