| said, adding that Nikunja was flooded with
rain water last year -- a first for the area.

To solve this problem, they would
enhance the lake's storm drainage capacity
by making it three to four feet deeper
through excavation and restore sluice gate,
connecting it to the 100-foot-wide canal in
Purbachal, Nazrul said.

The lake development is part of an ongo-
ing Purbachal 100-foot canal excavation
scheme of Rajuk, he added.

Sergeant Sajedul of 17 Engineering
Construction Battalion of Bangladesh Army
said that they started executing the lake
development work for Rajuk since mid-
January.

Rajdhani Unnayan Kartripakkha (Rajuk)
has undertaken a storm drainage capacity
enhancement work at the 800-metre-long
lake in the capital's Nikunja residential area
to solve flooding problem in the area during
the monsoon.

The project includes excavation of the
lake bed, construction of two walkways on
both its sides and a boundary wall along
the airport road to curb noise pollution,
said Mirza Nazrul Islam, general secretary
of south Nikunja residential area welfare
society.

The polluted lake is a mosquito breeding
ground as it is filled up with solid waste and

A Dhaka court yesterday
once again asked the
Counter Terrorism and
Transnational Crime
(CTTC) unit of Dhaka
Metropolitan Police to
submit by March 6 the
probe report of the case
filed over the Holey Artisan
Bakery attack in Gulshan in
July 2016.

Metropolitan Magistrate
Nurunnahar Yeasmin
passed the order after
Humayun Kabir, a CITC
inspector and the case's
investigation officer, failed
to submit any probe report
to it by yesterday. With this,
the CTTC got extension for
15 times for filing the
report.

Earlier, the CTTC unit
arrested six people includ-
ing five suspected militants
and a former private uni-
versity teacher, Of them,

On January 23, a group of students
and some activists of left-leaning stu-
dent organisations besieged the VC
office with their four-point demand
including expulsion of BCL men for
harassing some female students a few
days ago.

Most of
the drowning occurs in rural areas
during the day, between 9:00am and
