Nawab Faizunnesa's contri-
bution towards women's
education should be revered
to inspire the generations to
come, said speakers at a
discussion on Monday.

They also said her teach-
ings and philanthropic
activities are still relevant in
present time,

Bangladesh National
Museum and Philanthropist
Nawab Faizunessa (PNF)
Trust jointly organised the
serninar at the national
museum in the capital,

Department of
Archaeology Director
General Altat Hossain sug-
gested preserving her house
in Comilla as a heritage site,
and hoped that her legacy
would pass on to the new
generations.

Nawab Begum
Faizunnesa Choudhurani is
known for her campaign
for women education and
other social issues. Queen
Victoria in 1889 awarded
her the title of "Nawab",
making her the first female
Nawab in South Asia.

The number of unpaid domestic female helpers grew
steadily from 47 lakh in 2002-2003 to 84 lakh in 2013, On the
contrary, the number of men working as unpaid domestic labour
declined from 34 lakh in 2002-2003 to 21 lakh in 2013.

Referring to a survey carried out by the Bureau of Statistics
in 2011, the report points out that as many as 87 percent of
currently married women reported experiencing some kind
of violence during the previous 12 months.

The report finds that the country has generally made rapid
progress on several social and economic indicators. Forexample,
while the maternal mortality ratio remains higher than the 2015
Millennium Development Goal of 143, it has fallen from 472
deaths per 100,000 live birthsin 1990to 181 in 2015,

Likewise, the proportion of employed women with no
formal schooling almost halved from around 41 percent in
2010 to around 21 percent in 2013. The proportion with higher
secondary education and degrees rose noticeably, as the
employed female population has become more skilled.
However, women's access to technical and vocational training
1s less positive, with only 28 percent of students enrolled.

Women's educational and work opportunities are ham-
pered by a lack of reliable, safe, and economical public trans-
port, the report says. Energy is also critical to women's
empowerment and development because access to clean and
affordable energy services is a precondition for improved
women's health, children’s ability to study, and women's
livelihood opportunities.

Journalist Anis Alamgir was
sued yesterday for posting a
“defamatory status” on
Facebook about Hindu
Goddess Saraswati on
January 22,

incident, Dhaka Cyber
Tribunal Judge Md Saiful
Islam directed officer-in-
charge of Dhanmondi
Police Station to record the
complaint as a first informa-
tion report (FIR) over the
allegation brought against
Anis under Section 57 of the
ICT Act.

The tribunal also directed
police to probe the matter
and submit a report.

Advocate Sushanta
Kumar Basu filed a case
against Anis, a journalist ata
private television channel.
The complainant also
appealed to the tribunal to
issue an arrest warrant
against Anis,

On January 23, Anis
Alamgir, a part-time teacher
at Dhaka University, made
another post on his
Facebook clarifying his
position on the post he
made the previous day.

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Rosenblum also said the US wants to work with Bangladesh
and other like-minded nations to build a prosperous,
secure, and interconnected Indo-Pacific.

“The United States is committed to working with nations
in South Asia or the broader region,"” he said.

Rosenblum said concerted efforts by many partners will
be needed if they are to connect these vast regions together
in the interest of common prosperity and opportunity.

The US diplomat highly appreciated Bangladesh for
peacefully resolving its maritime disputes with India and
Myanmar. “Bangladesh is a model in this respect.”

Despite rapid growth, Rosenblum said, South Asia lags
behind Southeast Asia in measures of intraregional trade
and connectivity.

“For centuries, South Asia was a region bound together by
the exchange of goods, people, and ideas. But today it's one of
the least economically integrated regions in the world, " he said.

The World Bank estimates that with barriers removed
and streamlined customs procedures, interregional trade in
South Asia would nearly quadruple from the current $28
billion to over $100 billion.

after her (Rubina’s mother) condition is improved, he added.

Rubina was in her final months to finish her studies and
her poor family looked up to her for a brighter future.

After losing her father, a farmer, two years ago, she had
been facing difficult times to support herself for her educa-
tional and other expenses in the city.

She has an elder sister who i1s physically and mentally
challenged and a younger brother who is an undergraduate
student at a Rangpur college.

Her family friends said before the accident, Rubina
seemed depressed due to the financial crisis she was having.

Rubina used to bear her expenses from a scholarship awarded by
a private bank, but the tenure of the scholarship was about to end.
She used to tutor a student, but that also ended recently.

Another one of her uncles, Shajahan, said despite such a
hardship, she used to save and send money to her mother,
She could not send any money over the past few months.

Rubina's friend Imam said they were going to raise funds
for Rubina so she could cope with the incident after recuper-
ating from the injury.
