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Indo-Sino ties may get
even worse: US intel

India's ties with China and not just Pakistan
are likely to get even worse than they already
are, according to the US's intelligence chief.

"We expect relations between India and
China to remain tense and possibly to dete-
riorate further, despite the negotiated settle-
ment to their three-month border standoff
in August, elevating the risk of uninten-
tional escalation, " said Coats during a hear-
ing on "Worldwide Threat Assessment' of the
LS intelligence community on Tuesday.

The US intelligence chief
was referring to the standoft

The Chinese intrusion in Arunachal

What the US's intelligence chief is talking
about is the possibility that this tense truce,
because of its fraught nature, may escalate ten-
sions even if India and China don't provoke.

In November, China stridently objected
to defence minister Nirmala Sitharaman's
visit to the border state of Arunachal
Pradesh. Then, it said it "never acknowl-
edged” the existence of Arunachal Pradesh.

The standoff ended on
August 28 following an agree-
ment under which China
stopped the road building
and India withdrew its troops.

Still, China and India
remain divided on many fronts, including
India's deep suspicions of China's growing
military activities in and around the Indian
Ocean.

For its part, Indian government has upset
China with its public embrace of Tibetan
spiritual leader Dalai Lama, whom the
Chinese regard as a dangerous separatist, and
growing military ties with the United States
and Japan.

China has said its forces will continue to
patrol in Doklam, which is claimed by
Bhutan, and that it hoped India had learned

Taliban kill 4
paramilitary
cops In Quetta

Pakistani Taliban militants
yesterday shot dead four
paramilitary policemen in
Pakistan's western city of
Quetta, where last month
seven security men were killed
in a suicide attack, police and
the Islamist group said.

The Frontier Corps were
patrolling the residential
neighbourhood of Langoabad
on motorcycles when they
were fired on by gunmen also
riding bikes, said Naseebullah
Khan, Senior Superintendent
of Police for Quetta.

"The four men were shot
in the head,” Khan told
Reuters, adding that hand-
guns were used in the attack.

Tehrik-i-Taliban Pakistan
(TTP) claimed responsibil-
ity for the attack.

Quetta is the capital of
Baluchistan province, rich in
resources and at the heart of
$58 billion China-Pakistan
Economic Corridor (CPEC)
stretching from the Arabian
Seato China's Xinjiang region.

The province, the poorest
and least developed in
Pakistan, has suffered nearly a
decade of separatist violence
against the government.

Maldives tries
to fight off
travel alerts

Tourists have been
cancelling hundreds of
hotel bookings in Maldives
every day since the imposi-
tion of a state of emergency
last week, tour operators
say, despite government
assurances things are nor-
mal in the resort islands,
far from the capital.

China, India, the United
States and Britain issued
travel warnings after
President Abdulla Yameen
imposed the emergency
and arrested judges who
had ordered him to free
jailed opposition leaders.

“We have had about 50-
60 room cancellations per
day and the number is
consistent since it started.
This is the same for all of
our properties in the coun-
try," said a spokesman for
Paradise Island Resort-Villa
Group which runs the 282-
room hotel, a 20-minute
ride by speedboat from
Male where the turmoil is
centred,

Tourism accounts for a
third of Maldives' gross
domestic product, mea-
sured at $3.5 billion in
2017, Ratings agency
Moody's has said it would
lower its 2018 growth fore-
cast of 4.5 percent if tour-
ists are deterred for a pro-
longed period.

Rights groups
slam Nepal
for failure

Rights groups have criticised
Nepal for failing to prose-
cute wartime rights abuses,
saying the government
appeared more interested in
protecting perpetrators than
ensuring justice.

Human Rights Watch,
Amnesty International and
the International
Commission of Jurists said
in a statement Tuesday the
government had deliber-
ately hamstrung two com-
missions tasked with prob-
ing crimes committed
during the country's brutal
10-year civil war by failing
to allocate adequate funds
and manpower.

Nepal established the
Truth and Reconciliation
Commission and the
Commission of
Investigation on Enforced
Disappeared Persons in
2015 -- nine years after the
end of the conflict -- to
investigate abuses by both
sides in the conflict
between Maoist rebels and
the state.

But they have been
widely criticised as tooth-
less and there have been
only two convictions, one
for the brutal killing of a
teenage girl by soldiers
and another for the killing
of a journalist by Maoist
rebels.
