India regains status as fastest
growing major economy

India regained its status as the world's fastest
growing major economy in the October-
December quarter, surpassing China for the first
time in a year as government spending, manu-
facturing and services all picked up.

Asia's third-largest economy grew 7.2 percent in
the December quarter, its fastest in five quarters,
Ministry of Statistics data showed on Wednesday.
That beat China's 6.8 percent and a forecast of 6.9
percent by analysts polled by Reuters.

In a data set that some economists said had
put an early interest rate hike on the agenda,
India also edged up its 2017/18 GDP growth
forecast to 6.6 percent from 6.5 percent.

India's manufacturers and service industries
have been struggling to overcome disruptions from
the bumpy launch of a national sales tax in July.

In the December quarter, annual growth in
the manufacturing sector however climbed to

8.1 percent from 6.9 percent in the previous
quarter, while financial and other services grew
at 7.2 percent from 5.6 percent.

“Settling down of Goods and Services Tax
(GST) reforms will boost growth in the next
fiscal year,” said Anita Gandhi, a director at
Arithant Capital Markets.

Some economists now anticipate the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI), which is trying to balance
concern over inflation with support for growth,
could raise interest rates after its next policy
meeting on April 5.

“We expect a rate hike from RBI, most likely at
the August review,” said Abhishek Upadhyay,
economist, ICICI Securities Prime Dealership,
citing inflationary pressures.

The central bank has kept its key rate
unchanged since a 25 basis points cut in August

Retail inflation eased marginally to 5.1 per-
cent in January from a 17-month high of 5.2
percent in December.

Urjit Patel, RBI governor, this month said the
economic recovery was at a nascent stage and
called for a cautious approach.

Wednesday's data is likely to be welcomed by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

Last week, he told industrialists that his gov-
ernment was determined to put the economy
back on a higher growth trajectory, but it is still
far from firing on all cylinders.

Modi faces criticism over mounting bad loans
at state banks and a $1.77-billion fraud at state
lender Punjab National Bank, the biggest in the
country's banking history.

Meanwhile, he is trying to accelerate growth
through higher state spending, including 2.1
trillion rupees ($32.4 billion) for the recapitali-
sation of state banks, which are beset with
mounting bad loans of nearly $148 billion.

He has stepped up spending on infrastructure
and welfare projects to boost growth ahead of
national electionsin 2019.

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EU approves Ray-Ban
maker's merger
with French firm

The EU on Tuesday approved the proposed merger
between French lens-maker Essilor and Luxottica, the
[talian eyewear company that produces Ray-Ban and
Oakley sunglasses.

The European Commission, the bloc's executive
arm and regulator, said it found no evidence the tie-up
would hurt competition after it carried out a survey of
4,000 opticians across Europe.

"As the result of the market test did not support our
initial concerns, we can let this merger go ahead
unconditionally,” EU Competition Commissioner
Margrethe Vestager said in a statement.

As soon as the merger was announced in January
2017, analysts had warned of possible reluctance by
competition authorities over a deal that would bring
together a major lens producer with a leading manu-
facturer of frames.

When it launched the probe, the commission said
it was concerned that the merged company could use
Luxottica's powerful brands to convince opticians to
buy Essilor lenses and cut other lens-makers out of the
market.

The deal had been expected to conclude late last
year or early 2018, creating a combined group to be
known as EssilorLuxottica, with annual sales of more
than 15 billion euros ($17.7 billion) and a market
value of nearly 50 billion euros.

Founded in 1961, Luxottica owns the Ray-Ban,
Oakley and Sunglass Hut brands and licences for
designer frames such as Giorgio Armani, Chanel and
Ralph Lauren.

Eurozone unemployment
holds at nine-year low

Europe's economic recovery remains on track, with
eurozone unemployment at its lowest level since
December 2008, official figures showed Thursday.

The EU's official statistics agency announced that
the jobless rate in the single currency area stood at 8.6
percent in January, which was the same as a revised
figure for the month before.

Unemployment for the EU as a whole in January
was unchanged at 7.3 percent -- the lowest since
October 2008, Eurostat said.

The data are in line with other recent statistics that
suggest the European economy is growing at a healthy
clip after years of weak recovery following the debt
crisis,

The steady decline in joblessness comes on the back
of three years of massive support from the European
Central Bank (ECB) to help the 19-country single cur-
rency zone survive the eurozone debt crisis crises.

The ECB has bought more than two trillion euros
worth of bonds during that time, helping trigger
growth and lift prices out of deflation in Europe.

The purchases, which the ECB is gradually scaling
back, are set to run until the end of September amid
expectations that the recovery will continue to gain
momentum.

But despite the economic upswing, inflation
remains low and well below the central bank's two
percent target, which may give ECB head Mario
Draghi second thoughts about turning the stimulus
off completely this year.

Unemployment remained high in Greece at 20.9
percent in November, the last month for which figures
were available, Spain at 16.3 percent, and Italy up to
11.1 percent, ahead of Sunday elections.

German unemployment remained super-low at

3.6 percent in January, with the Netherlands dropping
to 4.2 percent.
