Kuwait again
slaps ban

LINB, Dhaka

Kuwait again imposed a ban on recruiting workers from
Bangladesh yesterday.

The country's Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of
Interior Sheikh Khaled Al-Jarrah Al-Sabah ordered the ban
and its implementation, reports Gulf News quoting Kuwaiti
daily Al Jareeda.

The decision came following allegations of irregularities
and abuses by traffickers and residency permits for
Bangladeshis whose numbers have increased remarkably
recently, the daily reports citing a security source.

The abuses were mainly related to the employment of
domestic helps despite the existence of strict regulations,
the security agencies said.

Kuwait started hiring Bangladeshi workers in 1976 and
around 4.8 lakh workers were recruited until 2007, accord-
ing to the Bangladesh Bureau of Manpower Employment
and Training. However, Kuwait stopped recruiting
Bangladeshi workers in 2007, the reports said.

In 2014, Kuwait lifted the ban. But in May 2016, it was
imposed on male domestic helps.

Responding to a query regarding the ACC
report on corruption during road con-
struction work, Nazrul said, "I received
the report yesterday. The report did not
mention anyone's name specifically.
However, the report has logic and I am
not denying it.”

The report alleged that some RHD offi-
cials in collusion with influential individu-
als and contractors are involved in violation
of terms of tenders.

Listing different stages when corruption
takes place during road construction, the
anti-graft watchdog recently made 21 rec-
ommendations in a letter sent to the secre-

tary of the cabinet division.

Nazrul, however, refuted allegations
that contractors with political affiliations
are awarded contracts. Requesting jour-
nalists to provide specific information
about the allegation, he said, "I took
office |as the secretary] in October last
year, but no one came to me for lobby-
ing.”

Ebne Alam Hasan, chief engineer of
RHD, also rebutted the allegations, saying
that the RHD works are awarded through
transparent biddings.

Asked whether they will black list China
Harbour Engineering Company Limited
for offering bribes to an RTHD official for
the Dhaka-Sylhet Highway expansion
work, Nazrul said, “We didn't sign any
business contact with China Harbour. We
were at the negotiation stage [when they
offered bribe]. So, there's no scope of
black-listing it.”
