Road turns landing
station!

It happens for not having any truck

terminal in Jhalakathi town

M JAHIRUL ISLAM JEWEL, [halakathi

Barisal-Khulna highway in Jhalakathi
municipality area has become very risky for
commuters as the road is used as landing
station for both loading and unloading.

Jhalakathi is one of the most important
business hubs in the country. Dozens of
goods-laden trucks come here every day,
said businessmen of the town,

Mojibur, a truck driver from Khulna, said
they have to load and unload goods on the
highway amid risk of accidents due to lack

of landing station.

For loading and unloading goods, they
have to block half of the road and it is very
dangerous for them as any vehicle may hit
their trucks standing on the highway, he
said, adding that the situation worsened

further at night.

On top of it, they have to keep the trucks
in the area as there is no truck terminal in

the town, said Mojibur.

In October last year, the municipality
authority banned entry of all kinds of
poods-laden trucks in the town for the bet-
terment of roads and townspeople as well,
said Abu Hanif, executive engineer of the
municipality.

After the ban, the trucks are kept standing
on the highway in College More and Petrol
Pump More areas for loading and unload-

ing goods at a market there, said local busi-

Nnessmen.

Goods-laden trucks can enter all
municipalities across the country except

Jhalakathi. They have been suffering a lot

due to the ban. Above all, some impor-
tant roads in the town are under construc-
tion, said Md Mahabub Hossain, presi-
dent of Jhalakathi

and construction work of the terminal will

be started soon, said the engineer.

Female UP

A court here sentenced a
female member of a union
parishad in Kachua upazila
to six months' imprisonment
in a cheque dishonour case.

The court also fined her
Tk 2,60,000.

Bagerhat Additional Sessions
Judge Mohammad Zakaria
Hossain gave the verdict.

The conwvict, Sitara
Begum, is female member of
Gopalpur Union Parishad.

According to the prosecu-
tion, Sitara, daughter of late

Fazlu Shikdar, purchased
bricks, sand, rods and cement
from Md Chand Sheikh, son
of Amjad Hossain Sheikh.

Sitara gave a cheque of Tk
2,60,000 of Bangladesh
Krishi Bank, Badhal Bazar
Branch, to Chand as pay-
ment for the materials.

After the cheque was
dishonoured by the bank,
Chand filed a case with the
courton March 8 in 2017.
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Sleeper cell of militant group

Investigators suspects

Foyzur might have links with

Ansar Al Islam. He also might
have used different

encrypted cell phone appli-

cations for communicating
with other members of the
militant outfit.

“We have unearthed
plans by Ansar Al Islam
about carrying out recce
regarding the movement of
Prof Zatar Igbal. But we are
not sure whether Foyzur
attacked the teacher fol-
lowing an organisational
decision as his name was
not found on the 'Ashkari
Group' list,” said a top

official from the
counterterrorism unit.

The members of the
"Ashkari Group” are trained
to kill people, he said.

“We have a major break-
through in the investigation
and brought some suspects
under surveillance,” Md
Moniruzzaman, additional
deputy inspector general of

gence of the Police
Headquarters, told The
Daily Star.

He said they were hoping
for “something positive”
soon.

Moniruzzaman said a
number of the followers of
salafism initially joined
Jama'atul Mujahideen
Bangladesh (JMB), another
militant outfit, but later
switched to Ansar Al Islam,
“We need more time to
verify some issues,” he
added.

Prof Zafar Igbal, a faculty
member of Computer Science
and Engineering department
at SUST, came under the
knife attack during a
programme on the campus
on Saturday:.

Police with support of
locals and university students
arrested the attacker, Foyzur,
along with a knife and a key
of a bi-cycle. The bike was
recovered at a garage near
the campus later.

Footage of CCTVs installed
on the campus shows Foyzur

9:00am on the day of the
incident. However, the bi-
cycle was never seen in the
footage later. Law enforcers
were trying to find out how
it reached the garage.

Police also claimed to have
indentified two more outsid-
ers, who were present on the
stage along with the attacker
just beside Prof Zafar Igbal.

Abdul Wahab Miah,
additional deputy commis-
sioner of Sylhet Metropolitan
Police (SMP), said the out-
siders, who were seen in
some photos, would be
detained soon for interroga-
tiomn.

Meanwhile, law enforcers
were examining a CPU, which
was recovered from the house
of Foyzur's uncle Fozlur
Rahman. It is believed that
the attacker had been using
the computer.

Besides, police were also
looking for a cell phone,
which was reportedly used by
Foyzur.

A top police official said
they have already detained

not give any clue about
Foyzur's militant activities.
“We are now trying to catch
his brothers, who are still on
the run.”

SMP Commissioner
Golam Kibria said they have
detained another person for
his suspected involvement
in the incident.

Meanwhile, police yester-
day detained a contractual
security guard of SUST for
interrogation. The detainee
was identified as
Khalikuzzaman of Dirai
upazila in Sunamganj,

Prof Zahir Uddin Ahmed,
proctor of the university, said
the police requested the
university authorities to
grant police the custody of
Khalikuzzaman for interro-
gation and the authorities
agreed.

Abdul Wahab, ADC of
SMP, said they detained a
number of people to get clues
about the sensational inci-
dent.

94pc women harassed

The research found that a
majority of the perpetra-
tors who harass women in
public transports and on
the streets are in the age
group of 41-60. Sixty six
percent women spoke of
experiencing harassment by
men of the group.

A lack of the implemen-
tation of law and surveil-
lance and overcrowded
public vehicles are among
the issues contributing to
the scenario.

Four hundred and fif-
teen men and women in
Dhaka (urban), Gazipur
(peri-urban) and Birulia
(rural) of Savar above the
age of 15 were interviewed
in the study. Female stu-
dents of school, college and
university, and homemakers
who travel in public trans-
port along with children to
and from school were in the
majority.

The research brought up
different kinds of verbal
and physical harassment
that women go through in
their daily commute -- 74
percent -- and while walk-
ing on the streets -- 26
percent. Bus, tempo, rick-
shaw and auto-rickshaw
were deemed to be unsafe
more or less.

Obscene or abusive
languages, catcalls, whis-
tling were among the ways
of harassing them. Nearly
45 percent women said
they had been subjected to
sexual comments on cloth-
ing, anatomy and their
looks.

Women also com-
plained of deliberate
touching, shoyv-
ing/elbowing and patting
on buttocks.

A majority of the
women said they had
walked away from the
scene after experiencing

harassment and felt
humiliated. Such experi-
ences sometimes leave a
long-time impact on the
psyche of the victims, as
suggested in the study
report.

Boys and girls usually
grow up in the country
with a social wall built
segregating them. As a
result, they don't get the
opportunity to create a
respectful understating of
each other under the super-
vision of teachers and advi-
sors and so fail to share
thoughts and emotions with
each other with respect,
researchers said in the
report.

The very perception of
men with patriarchal
mindset that women are
taking up the public space
meant for them is the root
cause of the harassment of
women, said Habibur
Rahman, programme head

of gender justice and diver-
sity initiative of Brac.

Work should be done at
the policy level and to
create awareness to change
the scenario, he added.

Hosne Ara Begum,
programme coordinator of
gender justice and diver-
sity initiative, Brac, and
Kabita Chowdhury,
research associate of Brac
University, presented the
research outcome,

It was also learnt during
the research that women
fell victim to road crashes
when they hurried to get
down from buses or other
vehicles following harass-
ment or in fear of harass-
ment.

Careless driving, poor
road condition, footpaths
being occupied and
women having to get down
from running vehicles
were also cited as reasons
for road accidents.
