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Incidents of rape on

rise in Thakurgaon

are filed with different police stations of the

Sexual assault on women and children,
especially rape, has reportedly increased
in the district, raising concern about

safety and security of women.

A majority of the rape incidents are
reported from rural areas and most victims
are daughters of labourers, said district
Bangladesh Mahila Parishad General
Secretary Suchorita Dev. While investigat-
ing the incidents, she found that most of
the women and children are victimised by

people known to them, she added.

More than five rape cases on average

records.

That agrees with the claim made by the
district Bangladesh Mahila Parishad at a press
conference in November of 2017 that 50 rape
incidents took place in five upazilas of the
district between January and October of that
year. The victims were as young as four-years-
old, and teenage girls and housewives.

The actual number could be much higher,
said Suchorita, adding that because of the
stigma that rape victims face, and the conse-
quential harassment, most victims and their
parents covered up the matter.

No justice yet
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had announced unearthing the mystery
behind the killing. It also had claimed to have
completed the investigation within a year of
the incident, he said at the discussion yester-

day:.

“It was about to submit the [investiga-
tion] report but stopped because the gov-
ernment wanted it to stop,” he added.

He also alleged that "inappropriate” reports

was found.

He submitted a complaint to the
Narayanganj superintendent of police 10 days
later, accusing seven people, including
Shamim Osman and his son Ayon Osman and
8-10 unnamed others, of murdering Taqi.

The Osman family has all along been
denyingits involvement in the murder.

Sand has been used to build the
500-metre-long approach road of
the newly-constructed second
Teesta Bridge in Kaliganj upazila of
the district, although the specifica-
tion says the road has to be built
with earth.

The road has been built by the
Local Government Engineering
Department (LGED) on the
Kakina-Mahipur road.

LGED Upazila Engineer Parvez
Newaz Khan told this correspon-
dent that the road will get properly
compacted since it is built with

sand, so he is satisfied with the
work. “Contractor Alamgir
Hossain was given the work of
building the approach road at a
cost of Tk 1.16 crore,” he said,
adding that he monitors the work
properly.

Mazidul Islam, 48, of Mahipur
village told this correspondent
that the contractor built the
approach road with sand as he got
it easily and cheaply from the
Teesta river. “If the contractor had
built the road with earth according
to the schedule, he would have to
spend a large amount of money
for purchasing earth and trans-

porting it,” he added.

“As the approach road has
been built with sand collected
from the Teesta river, less than
fifty percent of the estimated
amount has been spent,” said
Nazrul Islam, 55, of the village.
“The road may collapse during
the rainy season as it is built with
sand,” he said, alleging that the
contractor and LGED officials
made a huge amount of money.

Denying the allegation of mak-
ing money, the upazila engineer
told this correspondent that the
side protection work of the road
has been done strongly, so there is

no chance of the road collapsing
during rainy season. “A sand-built
road lasts longer than one made of
earth,” he claimed.

It was not possible to contact the
contractor Alamgir, although he
was called on mobile phone and
messages were sent to him several
times.

District LGED Executive
Engineer SM Zakiur Rahman also
expressed his satisfaction over the
approach road. “The approach road
has been built with sand as it is
available in the area. The sand is
well compacted and will last longer
than earth,” he said.

When the court asked
Zainul whether the case
records had reached the HC
office from the lower court
concerned, he replied that
he did not know it.

The court then fixed
Sunday for passing neces-
sary orders on Khaleda's bail
petition.

The HC has jurisdiction
to pass an order on the bail
petition even if the case
records are not received by
it, Zainul told this newspa-
per.

On February 25, the HC

But police
foiled our programmes
without any instigation and
arrested our leaders and
activists.”

Police, however, claimed
that they did not foil the sit-
in but only arrested Raju
because he was accused in a
number of cases.
