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DIRECT CARGO FLIGHT TO UK

Biman can now
ship goods

National carrier Biman is expected to resume its direct cargo flight to
London today around two years after the UK authorities imposed an
embargo on carrying freights directly to London from Dhaka.

Biman will carry 18 tonnes of cargo, mainly apparel, in a regular passen-
ger flight -- a development that creates hopes for reduced shipment cost and
transit time as well as withdrawal of bans by the European Union, Germany
and Australia on direct cargo flights from Dhaka.

“This is going to mark the end of a long wait. We will be able to play a
bigger role now in shipping our export items, particularly garments,” said
Shakil Meraj, spokesperson for Biman Bangladesh Airlines, at a press con-
ference at its headquarters yesterday:.

The announcement came after the UK authorities gave Biman the certifi-
cation -- ACC3 -- on behalf of the EU on Monday. This certification is an EU
prerequisite for airlines carrying cargo into the EU from a non-EU airport.

According to the European Commission website, “Air carriers that fly air
cargo or mail into the EU from a non-EU airport are required to comply
with the EU ACC3 programme for inbound cargo and mail.”

Biman fulfilled the EU compliance requirement under the ACC3
programme following an audit in February 19-22 this year. Now, there is no
restriction on it in carrying cargo directly to London, said the national car-
rier in a press release yesterday.

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A Feni court yesterday sentenced 39 activists of Awami League, Jubo League,
and Chhatra League to death for killing Phulgazi upazila chairman
Ekramul Haque on May 20, 2014,

Feni District and Sessions Judge Aminul Haque delivered the verdict that
acquitted 16 otheraccused.

Of the convicted accused, 17 are on the run.

The court also fined each of the convicted
accused Tk 50,000.

Ekram, who was also the president of Phulgazi
upazila unit AL, was shot and then burnt alive in
his car in broad daylight in Academy Road areain
Feni town.

Four of his associates, including a local jour-
nalist, were also injured.

The 39 convicted accused include Jahangir
Kabir Adel, former joint general secretary of Feni
district unit AL, Zahid Hossain alias Zihad, for-
mer joint general secretary of Phulgazi upazila
unit AL, Abdullahil Mahmud alias Shiblu, former president of ward-5 of
Feni municipality unit AL, Abidul Islam Abid, son of Feni district unit
Mohila AL president, and Mohammad Humayun.

Mahtab Uddin Chowdhury alias Minar, president of Feni district unit
Tanti Dal, Ziaul Alam alias Mister, former joint convener of Feni municipal-
ity unit Jubo League, and Abdur Rahman, former president of Kazirbagh
union unit AL in Feni Sadar, are among the acquitted.

Those who are in jail in the murder case were brought to the court under
tight security.

The judge read out summary of the 173-page judgment.

Public Prosecutor Hafez Ahmed said the state side was satisfied with the
judgment,

And that's why the government would
not be able to supply energy at a low price
for long, the minister told a seminar in the
city's Pan Pacific Sonargaon Hotel yesterday.
