A farming initiative, backed by international agencies, is
bringing new opportunities and improving nutrition for
families living on the Bangladesh-Myanmar border, said
International Organization for Migration (IOM), yesterday.

The UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) and
the IOM with support from the US State Department’s
Bureau of Population, Refugees and Migration (PRM) will
implement the initiative.

“I used to plough my land with a spade. This will make it
much easier,” said Ayesha Begum, trying out the controls of
a new mechanical powertiller.

“I can grow more produce and sell some at market and
use some myself. It will bring a little profit, but if people can
buy things from me at a good price and live better, that will
make me happy,” added the 35-year-old small-scale farmer.

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Distinguished guests at the 4th convocation of Northern University Bangladesh (NUB) on the university's
permanent campus in the capital's Ashkona yesterday. Education Minister Nurul Islam Nahid conferred the
degrees upon the graduating students.

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Diplomatic efforts needed to win support
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cleansing in line with international
legal instruments.

Prof Imtiaz also said Bangladesh
needs to arrange high level interna-
tional conferences by bringing
together all countries that are shelter-
ing the Rohingyas to determine the
type of solution necessary to address
the crisis in each of the countries.

There are 40,000 Rohingyas in India
and a significant number of them are
staying in Pakistan, Saudi Arabia,
Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia and
Japan, he said, adding that an interna-

tional conference on the Rohingya crisis
will be held at DU on April 2 and 3.

Addressing the inaugural ceremony;,
UN Resident Coordinator in Bangladesh
Mia Seppo said Bangladesh, as the host
country, is carrying the biggest burden of
the Rohingya crisis.

She said a conference this Friday in
Geneva, where a joint response plan will
be launched, would provide vital aspects
on how to deal with the crisis. She also
emphasised on ensuring effective role of
the Myanmar government to this end.

Chairing a session titled "Looking
Inside Myanmar”, former ambassador

Muhammad Zamir said geophysical
satellite surveys suggested that the state
of Rakhine in Myanmar has a poten-
tially huge reserve of hydrocarbon and
oil -- which can be considered an essen-
tial element to understand the crisis,

DU Vice Chancellor Prof Md
Akhtaruzzaman said the seminar is “a
timely one” as it will generate a set of
recommendations that can be helpful for
the government to draw future policy.

Prof Sadeka Halim, dean of social
sciences faculty at DU, also spoke.

Ten academic papers will be presented
in three sessions of the seminar today.

In 2013, prior to the 10th parlia-
mentary elections, the commission
headed by Kazi Rakibuddin Ahmad
redrew the boundaries of 87 constitu-
encies.

Mirpur slum
fire victim
dies

The woman, who suffered
injuries during a devastating
fire in Elias Mollah slum in
Mirpur on Monday, suc-
cumbed to her injuries at
Dhaka Medical College
Hospital yesterday.

Zamila Khatun, 65, lived
in the one of the shanties of
the slum with her family,
sources said.

“She suffered 68 percent
burns and died around
4:30pm,” said Sub-inspector
Bacchu Miah, in-charge of
DMCH police outpost.

On Monday, the Elias
Mollah Slum woke up to a
devastating fire that gutted
around a thousand shanties
leaving scores of people
homeless.

Since then, many of the
victims took shelter at the
under construction building
of Hazi Kuzrat Ali Mollah
Supermarket at Mirpur 12
while others built temporary
shelter on the fire-gutted spot.

Meanwhile, three days
after the incident, the slum
dwellers alleged they were
yet to receive any aid from
the authorities.

Although the local MP is
offering three meals a day, that
remains inadequate, said
victim Rahima Begum, who
losteverything in the fire.

She said her husband
managed to get some vege-
table curry from the relief
for lunch while they did not
get any food in the morning.

They were seen sitting on
the place where their shanty
used to be, in a hope that
they would get relief.
