The first tree in the memory of Faraaz
was planted in the Garden of
Righteous in the Italian embassy in
Tunis, Tunisia, a few days after his
death.

In a message to the students,
Faraaz's mother, Simeen Hossain, said,
"As a mother, [ know and live with the
belief that my son Faraaz has made me
prouder than I could have ever imag-
ined. He also left behind a legacy of
courage, friendship and humanity."

GARIWO representative Enza
Nunziato and the students of Rummo
replied saying, "The example of Faraaz
will be the reference point of our con-

sciousness as humans, who are always
able to find a way out, even if the
choice could cost us our lives."

Faraaz, who was a student of
Economics at Emory University in
Atlanta, US, had come to Dhaka for the
holidays. During his stay, he had gone
to Holey Artisan Bakery with his
friends on that dreadful night.

During the attack, Faraaz was given
the choice of walking free from the café
under siege. But he chose to stay with
his friends -- Abinta Kabir, a
Bangladesh-born US citizen and also a
student at Emory University, and
Tarishi Jain, an Indian student from
the University of California, Berkeley:.

He paid with his life for his choice.

Set up in the Tunisian capital in July
15, 2016, the Garden of Righteous, a
commemorative garden with trees and
memorial stones, is dedicated to the
righteous Arabs and Muslims who
risked their lives and stood up against
the current spate of terrorism in the
name of “jihad” that Bangladesh and
the world as a whole is facing today.

Later, that month, Faraaz became the
only non-Arab Muslim to be inducted
into the Garden of the Righteous.

The tree dedicated to Faraaz bears
the inscription: "In Dhaka, he chose
not to leave his friends and was mur-
dered by the terrorists.”

Bangladesh missions abroad observed National Genocide
Day in a befitting manner.

According to press releases received from different
embassies, high commissions and deputy high commis-
sions, the day's programme began with observing one-
minute silence in remembrance of the victims of the geno-
cide.

It was followed by offering special prayers, reading out
messages issued on the occasion, screening documentaries
and discussing the history and significance of the day.

Speakers at a discussion at Bangladesh High
Commission in New Delhi reminisced the horror of the
night when the marauding Pakistani troops, armed with
sophisticated weapons, cracked down in Dhaka and several
other cities.

They also paid homage to Father of the Nation
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman under whose
leadership the Bangalees fought nine months of
Liberation War that culminated in victory on December
16,1971,

In his speech, High Commissioner Syed Muazzem Ali
urged the lnited Nations and the international community
to come forward to declare March 25 as International
Genocide Day.

Bangladesh Ambassador in Japan Rabab Fatima at a
discussion in the embassy highlighted the significance of
the Genocide Day and also shed light on the history of the
genocide of 1971 -- the most condemnable genocide in the
history.

Moreover, Bangladesh embassies in Thailand and South
Korea, high commission in Colombo of Sri Lanka, deputy
high commission in Mumbai of India, also observed the
day with due importance.
