The injured were
Khorshed Alam, president of
CUI unit JCD, Nazrul Islam,
Nazmul Hossain and Sabbir
Ahmed. President Khorshed
alleged that some BCL men
led by Masum Khan and Rafi
attacked them while they
were returning from the
memorial. Police rescued the
injured and sent them out-
side the campus. Khorshed
demanded punishment for
the BCL attackers.

"I saw myself the work being done, boost-
ing up shelters so they provide a little more
protection, reinforcing stairways and vul-
nerable land, even trying to relocate the
families living in the areas most at risk of
flooding or landslides," Cate said.

But, more is needed from the interna-
tional community, from private sector,
the public, from everyone, to increase
the support as the refugees are in fear of

said the

landslides and floods, diseases and even
loss of life.

Asked about Bangladesh's contributions,
the envoy said there is no doubt that the
Bangladesh government and the host com-
munities in Cox's Bazar area have shoul-
dered this enormous challenge and
responded first to this crisis.

"To have such a big volume of people
arriving in such a short time, to keep the
borders open and provide such support is
something I know UNHCR, the UN
Refugee Agency is hugely thankful for,"
Cate said.

Asked about her role, the UNHCR envoy
said she can be a witness to the situation for
refugees all over the world and use whatever
platform she has to bring global attention or
raise money to help them.

"My role is to advocate on behalf of
refugees and UNHCR. I'm passionate
about it," Cate said, adding that there are
over 65 million displaced people all over
the world and never has it been more
urgent for the world to take note of this,"
she added.

BIMSTEC security heads
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space, agreeing to work out collective strategies for common
responses.

Diplomatic sources said today's meeting of BIMSTEC
security heads will deliberate on common security chal-
lenges to address traditional and non-traditional threats
and to iron out a collective strategy to harness economic
prosperity and human security in the region.

Terror threats to peace and stability in the Bay of
Bengal region, extremism and radicalisation, coopera-
tion and coordination among law enforcement, intelli-
gence and security agencies, and enhancing the capac-
ity of the agencies will come up for discussion at the
Dhaka meeting.

Strengthening cooperation in ensuring maritime security
including humanitarian assistance and disaster relief will
receive special attention in the Dhaka meeting, the diplo-
matic sources also said.

Indian National Security Adviser Ajit Doval is due to
arrive in Dhaka to attend the multilateral meeting.

Adviser Ajit will stay on for another couple of days more
meetings with top political leaders and security and coun-
ter-terrorism officials of Bangladesh, said diplomatic
sources in Dhaka and New Delhi,

Our New Delhi correspondent quoting Indian officials
reported that Ajit Doval's meeting with Bangladeshi leaders
and officials bear significance as Bangladesh is slated to
witness parliamentary polls late this year or early next year
amid apprehensions of violence.

Responding to the apprehensions, Commerce Minister
Tofail Ahmed told reporters in Delhi last week that such a
possibility of violence in the run up to the general elections
in Bangladesh could not be ruled out.

Meanwhile, the newly appointed Indian Foreign
Secretary Vijay Keshav Gokhale is also due to pay a two-day
visit to Bangladesh in the second week of April to discuss
bilateral issues including the long-awaited Teesta water
sharing deal, about which the New Delhi is trying to build
consensus.
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The prime minister said the
government is constructing
more schools for students
all over the country and
sending multimedia equip-
ment for classrooms to
facilitate modern educa-
tion for students.

Sheikh Hasina paid glow-
