The bench of Justice Gobinda Chandra Tagore and Justice
AKM Shahidul Hug came up with the verdict following two
separate writ petitions filed by two freedom fighter public
servants Tapan Kumar Saha and SM Mosir Uddin Waresi last
year challenging the legality of the Public Servant
Retirement (Amendment) Act, 201 3.

The court said the parliamentary standing committee on the
public administration had decided to increase the freedom
fighter public servants' retirement age limit from 59 years to 61
years and asked the ministry concerned to take step to this effect.

But, the government has increased the freedom fighter
public servants' retirement age limit from 59 years to 60
years; therefore, the desire of the parliament has not been
reflected, it said.

The government amended the Public Service Retirement
Act, 1974 raising the retirement age limit of the freedom
fighter public servants from 57 to 59 years in 2009.

In 2013, the government amended the law enhancing the
retirement age limit for the public servants from 57 to 59
years and further raised it for the freedom fighter public
servants from 59 years to 60 years.

related to the planning, implementation, operation and
maintenance stages of a project for sustainable develop-
ment. EIA analyses the project from the environmental
point of view.

Sultana said those industries will not have to explain
what measures they have taken to control pollution or
inform the authorities about waste management.

She demanded a logical explanation from the govern-
ment regarding the changes.

Responding to a query, she said green activists will
continue their movement to protect the world's largest
mangrove forest and to stop building ecologically harmful
establishments such as the Rampal Power Plant near it.

Sultana, also convener of the National Committee to
Save the Sundarbans, urged all conscious citizens to join
the movement.

Bapa General Secretary Abdul Matin said there were
also other categories in between the “red” and "green”
ones.
