West keeps Syria
options open

Hails Saturday's missile strikes as Putin warns
of 'chaos' in international ties; OPCW set to
begin chemical attack probe in Damascus

AGENCIES

Western powers have no plans for further
missile strikes on Syria but will assess their
options if Damascus uses chemical weap-
ons again, Britain's foreign minister said
yvesterday as debate raged over the legality
and effectiveness of the raids.

US, French and British missile attacks
struck at the heart of Syria's chemical weap-
ons programme on Saturday in retaliation for
a suspected poison gas attack a week ago, and
the three countries insisted they were not
aimed at toppling President Bashar al-Assad
or intervening in a seven-year civil war.

The bombings, hailed by US President

Donald Trump as a success but denounced
by Damascus and its allies as an act of
aggression, marked the biggest intervention
by Western countries against Assad and his

Ershad threatens to take
JP in polls alone if ruling
alliance did not budge

Jatiya Party chief HM
Ershad has said his party
must be allowed to con-
test the next parliamen-
tary polls in 70 constitu-
encies with no ruling
alliance opponents and
subsequently hold 10 to 12 posts in the
cabinet subject to victory.

Otherwise, the current main opposition in
parliament having one minister and two state
ministers in the Sheikh Hasina-led cabinet,
would run separately in the elections.

Ershad, who is also a special envoy to
Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, said this
while talking to reporters at Rangpur
Circuit House on Saturday.

The JP boss who started |P's election
campaign from Sylhet in February has
been saying that they would bat in all 300
constituencies as the party is gaining trust
and popularity.

On Saturday, Ershad, who is popularly
known as an unpredictable character in
politics for his flip-flops, demanded 70

AL candidates far
richer than BNP

counterparts

The two Awami League mayoral candidates in Khulna and Gazipur city
corporations are far richer than their BNP counterparts. But in terms of the
number of cases facing them, the AL hopefuls lag behind their archrivals
from the BNP.

Of the four, Jahangir Alam, the AL mayoral candidate in Gazipur, tops all
with a yearly income of Tk 2 crore, according to the affidavits submitted to
the Election Commission.

His movable assets are worth around Tk 9 crore, including Tk 7.48 crore
in cash -- the highest among the four.

Talukder Abdul Khaleque, the AL pick in Khulna, has an annual income
of Tk 51 lakh from farmland, fisheries business, shares, savings certificates
and bank interest.

Besides, he has movable assets worth Tk 5.47 crore, including Tk 2.42
crore in three banks, Tk 2 crore in shares and bonds and two SUVs.

Khaleque, who resigned from parliament last Wednesday as Bagerhat-3
lawmaker to run for the mayor's office, has Tk 9.78 lakh in cash.

Besides, his wife has movable assets worth Tk 3.44 crore, including Tk 2.15
crorein cash and Tk 20.44 lakh at banks. She also hasan SUVworth Tk 48.6 lakh.

Elections to the two city corporations are due on May 15.

There are 57 general wards in Gazipur and and 31 in Khulna.

In 2013, BNP candidates Moniruzzaman Moni and Prof MA Mannan
were elected mayors in Khulna and Gazipur city corporations.

Khaleque's archrival Nazrul Islam Manju has a yearly income of Tk 2.43 lakh,
which comes from house rent, his only income source, according to the affidavit.
