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Man found dead

in workplace
Suspect held

An employee of an advertising firm was found dead in his
workplace in the capital's Niketan area yesterday evening,
hours after an unknown caller had demanded ransom from
his family.

The body of Rezaul Hossain Shakil, 25, was lying on the
floor of the store room of ad firm Tinsel Town, said police.

Shakil worked as an office assistant at the firm on the first
floor of a multi-storey building on Road-3 of Block-B in the
area.

Talking to The Daily Star, Gulshan Police Station Officer-
in-Charge Abu Bakar Siddique said there was a “black mark”
on Shakil's neck.

They did not find his mobile phone, he added.

From Shakil's cellphone number, someone had called
his father Nur Nabi in the morning, demanding ransom, the

OC quoted the father as saying.

The police official did not mention the ransom amount.
But the victim's colleague Mosharraf said the amount was
Tk 2 lakh.

Shakil used to stay inside the office overnight and was
doing so on Monday too, said the OC, quoting the victim's
colleagues.

Other employees of the firm found the door of the store
room locked from the outside on Tuesday morning. First
they thought Shakil went somewhere.

After a while, they broke open the door and noticed the
body.

Rafiqul Islam, assistant commissioner of Dhaka
Metropolitan Police (Gulshan Zone), said they detained a
man named Arafat.

During primary interrogation, Arafat, a worker at a
nearby workshop, confessed to killing Shakil following a
dispute over money and drugs, he said.

They were investigating the incident, said the police
official.

The body was sent to Dhaka Medical College morgue for
autopsy at midnight.
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Rescuers break through the body of an accident-hit bus to rescue its driver yesterday in Ramu on the
Chittagong-Cox's Bazar highway. The collision between the buses left 25 passengers injured, of which the
driver of one of the buses was rescued in a critical condition after being stuck inside for an hour and a half.
Inspector of Ramu Police Station said the accident occurred due to wet and slippery road. The accident also

caused a one and a half-hour closure of the bypass portion of the highway.

case need to be heard by the court

again.

Earlier in the day, the lone accused,
Rony, was taken to the court from jail
for the judgment that was scheduled
for yesterday.

On April 10, after hearing argu-
ments from the prosecution and
the defence, the same court set the
date for the delivery of the verdict
on May 8.

During the trial, the Second
Additional Metropolitan Sessions
Judge's Court of Dhaka recorded state-

ments of 23 prosecution witnesses
including that of the complainant of
the case.

On July 21, 2015, detectives pressed
murder charges against Rony and
cleared Rony's driver from the charges.
The court framed charges against Rony
on March 61n 2016.

According to the charge sheet, a
drunken Rony indiscriminately fired
gunshots from inside his car in Dilu
Road area of New Eskaton in Dhaka on
April 13, 2015.

Rickshaw-puller Abdul Hakim and
auto-rickshaw driver Yakub were both

injured in the incident. Hakim suc-
cumbed to his injuries at Dhaka
Medical College Hospital on April 15.
Yakub also died on April 23.

Hakim's mother Monowara Begum
filed the murder case on April 15,
2015.

On July 2, 2015, a Dhaka court sent
Rony to jail after rejecting his bail
petition.

Rony's two friends, who were inside
the car during the shooting, gave judi-
cial statements before magistrates
narrating how Rony had shot dead the
two individuals.

organisations of United Nations.

Prof Hossain made the remarks while delivering a lecture
on "Bangladesh's genocide diplomacy” at Asiatic Society of
Bangladesh in the capital. Munshi Aftabbuddin and Abdul
Hafiz Trust organised the lecture.

To earn the global recognition, he also suggested contact-
ing countries -- like Armenia and Rwanda -- that faced geno-
cide, resisting internal anti-liberation forces, tackling activi-
ties of Pakistan and convincing India.

“The discussion on genocide in 1971 has already started
in different places. Now, our duty is to focus on how we can
uphold our demand to earn global recognition,” said Prof
Hossain, also former director of Centre for Genocide
Studies at Dhaka University.

The Trust's Chairperson Prof Ahmed Abdullah Jamal and
Convenor Abdur Rahim also spoke at the event.

Tk one lakh dowry to the victim's in-laws. The in-laws told
the victim's family that Shuparna had allegedly committed
suicide by hanging, and then the in-laws cremated the body
pouring petrol that night, without informing police.

Following that, Rama Shil, mother of the deceased,
lodged a murder case with Anwara Police Station against the
four on January 6, 2012,

Anwara Police submitted charge sheet implicating the
four on February 3, 2012. A court in Chittagong framed
charges against the four on November 18, 2012 in the case.

"We are not happy with the verdict, and will appeal to a
higher court,” said the PP.
