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'Punish killers of
schoolgirl Mukta'

Faridpur human chain demands arrest
of college teacher Sajia's killers

Local people formed a human chain in Kawkhali upazila
headquarters yesterday, demanding arrest and punish-
ment of the culprits who killed schoolgirl Mukta Akter
on April 30.

Family members of slain Mukta also joined the hour-
long rally in front of Kawkhali Upazila Parishad, organ-
ised under the banner of Mahila Parishad, Kawkhali
upazila unit.

Mukta's mother Shahinur Begum, elder sister Hira Akter,
upazila unit Mahila Parishad President Sunanda Samaddar
and Chirapara Union Parishad Chairman Mahmud Khan
spoke, among others.

Speakers said Mukta, 13, a Class V student and daughter
of Hiru Mahajan of Dasherkathi village, went to collect
dropped-off green mangoes from a nearby house with her
sister on April 30.

Although her sister returned home after a while, Mukta
waited there for sometime.

As she did not return home till that evening her family
members informed the matter to Kawkhali police, who
recovered Mukta's body from Dasherkathi Canal the
same night.

Police detained Sohel Mahajan after Shahinur
filed a case with Kawkhali Police Station against
neighbours Parves Mahajan and his brother Sohel,
they said,

Away in Faridpur, students, teachers and employees of
Government Saroda Sundary Mohila College in the town
formed a human chain in front of the institution yesterday,
demanding arrest and punishment of the killers of Sajia
Begum, an assistant professor of the college.

While speaking at the rally, Sajia's mother Nasima
Ara Begum said her daughter was not involved in any
wrongdoing and she wants justice regarding her
daughter's murder.

Earlier on Sunday, Sajia, 34, and Faruk Hasan,
38, a principal officer of Sonali Bank's Motijheel
branch in the capital, were found dead at Faruk's
rented flat in Dakkhin Jhiltuli area of Faridpur
town,

Sajia along with her four-year-old son lived in another
rented flat on the same floor of the house where Faruk had
rented a flat for himself.

Townspeople suffer due to waterlogging

Habiganj is experiencing
early flooding this year as
the Khowai river, already
crossing the danger level,
continues to swell.
Meanwhile, rainfall for
the last few days triggered
waterlogging in different
places of the district town
from Monday night, push-
ing public life into disarray.
While it will take a few
more weeks for the rainy
season to set in, some areas
of the district including
several roads have gone
under water due to over-

flowing of the river.

The Khowai river has
crossed the danger level at
Balla border and Machulia
points in Habiganj, said ML
Saikot, sub-divisional engi-
neer of Water Development
Board in Habiganj.

“The danger level at
Balla is 21.80 metres and
the river is flowing 7 cm
above the mark. At
Machulia, the danger level
is 9.50 metres and the river
is flowing 30 cm above it,”
he said yesterday noon.

Local met office recorded
19mm rainfall in the district
town from 6:00am to

Officials of Habiganj
municipality admitted that
rainwater cannot pass
through the drains as those
are too narrow and blocked
due to indiscriminate dump-

ing of wastes.
Roads in Circuit House,
Kalighach, Dakkhin

Shaymoli, Chowdhurybazar,
Kormokarpotti, Mohonpur,
Masterpara and old bus
stand areas often go under
water even after a moderate
rainfall, said Habibur
Rahman, a former councillor
of Habiganj municipality.
Mizanur Rahman, a

resident of Dakkhin
Shaymoli in Habiganj town,
said the municipality's
sanitation department does
not make arrangement for
cleaning the drains regularly
and dirty wastes also over-
flow the areas often.
Tofazzal Sohel, General
Secretary of Bangladesh
Poribesh Andolon's
Habiganj unit, said a num-
ber of markets including
kitchen ones also go under
rainwater. People at the
markets have to wait for

hours as most of the vehicles
stop running on the roads
due to waterlogging.

The cost of the recovered
yaba pills is worth Tk 1
crore, he added.

Police then arrested the
bus driver Nasir, helper
Babu and supervisor
Alauddin.

During interrogation, the
three admitted their
involvement and gave away
clues about who the owner
of this yaba consignment
might be, the OC said add-
ing that based on the infor-
mation, a team of police
conducted a drive in the
capital's Fakirapool area,
where Hossain was waiting
to receive the consignment.

During interrogation,
Hossain claimed to be a
private company staff mems-
ber but was not able to show
any valid proof, said police.

“We are investigating the
incident to trace other sus-
pects,” added Mahbub.

A case has been filed
against the four with
Burichang Police Station
under the anti narcotics law.

The seizure of yaba pills
by law enforcement agen-
cies has dominated head-
lines in recent times. What is
more concerning is that the
individuals found involved
in the illicit trade include a
lawyer, a jailer, a cricketer,
police, a doctor and narcot-
ics officials, and many stu-
dents, among others.

On April 22, a 23-year-
old female cricketer, also a
drop-out of Jagannath
University, was held with
14,000 yaba pills from Shah
Amanat Bridge in
Chittagong,

The wvery next day,
Chandina Police arrested a
DB official from Rangamati
with 4,000 yaba pills from

Katherpul area of Dhaka-
Chittagong highway in
Chandina, Comilla.

On April 27, two siblings,
including one who used to
work in Saudi Arabia, were
arrested with 13 lakh yaba
pills from their flat in the
port city's Halishahar area. It
is considered to be the big-
gest ever haul of yaba pills
seized by the Chittagong
Metropolitan Police,

On the same day, in Dhaka,
two recent graduates were held
with 60,000 yaba pills. They
admitted their involvement in
theillicit trade.

On May 4, a deputy jailer
of Dhaka Central Jail in
Keraniganj was suspended
for trying to sell yaba tablets
and on May 5, a physician
was arrested on Dhaka-
Chittagong highway for
possession of yaba.

Lightning kills 3
in Sunamganj

Three people, including a
woman, died after being hit
by thunderbolts in haor
areas of Sunamganj yester-
day morning.

The deceased were identi-
fied as Nur Hosain, 45, a
resident of WVati Tahirpur
village in Tahirpur upazila,
Ferdous Alam, a farmer of
Dumbon village under
Doarabazar upazila, and
Shahara Banu, wife of late
Hazrat Ali of a village in
Dakkhin Badaghat union in
Biswambharpur upazila.

Family sources said
Shahara went to the haor for
bringing cattle, when the
thunderbolt hit her, leaving
her dead on the spot.

Meanwhile, Mozammel
Haque Khan, senior secre-
tary of the public adminis-
tration ministry, yesterday
said the gazette on the aboli-
tion of the quota system
would be issued when they
got instructions from the
Prime Minister's Office,
reports LINB.

“We're yet to get any
instruction over the aboli-
tion of the quota system.
We've to wait for the instruc-
tions from the Prime
Minister's Office,” he said
while talking to reporters at
the secretariat.

Replying to a query,
Mozammel said the issue
was under final consider-
ation of the government.

Asked whether there was
any directive to form a com-
mittee on the quota system,
he said, "We haven't
received any instruction
about this. We're ready to do
anything if we're asked. The
committee will be formed if
necessary.”

He, however, said they
would implement whatever
directives came from the
government.

On Monday, Cabinet
Secretary Shafiul Alam told
a press conference that there
had been no progress
regarding publication of the
gazette.

He also said officials did
not receive any directives
about the quota system
from the primme minister.

On April 26, leaders of
the quota reform movement
threatened to launch fresh
demonstrations on May 1 if
the gazette notification
regarding the quota system
was not issued by the end of
the month.

But a 15-member delega-
tion of the quota reform
movement met Awami

League lawmaker Jahangir
Kabir Nanak next day and
postponed their agitation
until May 7 as Nanak
assured them of taking
necessary steps to publish
the gazette notification after
the prime minister's return
from Australia.

Nurul Haque Nur, joint
convener of the protesters’
platform, read out a written
statement at yesterday's
press briefing,

“It has been 27 days since
Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina in parliament
announced that the quota
system would be abolished.
But even now, there has
been no gazette notifica-
tion. The students are disap-
pointed. We are calling
upon the government not to
force the students to take to
the streets again,” he said.

Rashed Khan, another
joint convener of the plat-
form, alleged that law
enforcers were inquiring
about family details of those
leading the platform.

Under the banner of the
parishad, students and job
seekers launched the move-
ment on February 17 to
press home their five-point
demand, including reduc-
tion of the quota privilege to
10 percent from 56,

Students of public and
private universities across
the country took to the
streets, demanding reforms
of the quota system in one of
the most widespread pro-
tests in recent times.

The protesters blocked key
points in the capital and roads
and highways elsewhere.

In the wake of mass pro-
tests by students, Hasina in
parliament on April 11
declared that the quota
system would be scrapped.

The quota system was
introduced through an
executive order in 1972 and
was amended several times.
