o measures for the safe management and disposal of hazardous waste including appropriate
technical and financial mechanisms for the development of treatment, storage and disposal
facilities (TSDF).

J. To achieve the above objectives, a preliminary outline of the project has been developed by the
Department of Environment (DOE). The consultant will review the components proposed in the
outline based on existing information, technical studies, stakeholder consultations and will design the
project.

4. The activities are expected to spread over a period of 05 (five) months. The approximate
commencement date of the contract will be July 2018.
