Japan-US trade surplus
edges up in April

Japan's politically sensitive trade surplus with
the US edged up in April, government data
showed Monday, after Tokyo warned it may take
retaliatory measures against US tariffs.

Japan logged a surplus in April of 615.7 bil-
lion yen ($5.6 billion) with the US, up 4.7 per-
cent after a 0.3 percent decline the previous
month, as demand for cars and construction
machinery increased, according to finance min-
istry data.

The fresh data comes after Tokyo informed
the WTO it had the right to impose tariffs worth
50 billion yen ($451 million) on US goods --
equivalent to the impact of the US tariffs newly
imposed on Japanese steel and aluminium
products.

The European Union has made it clear that it
does not for now intend to use the countermea-
sures, but that its notification to the WTO leaves

all options on the table as a June 1 deadline for
Washington to retract its tariffs approaches.

On Sunday, Washington and Beijing said they
had agreed to avoid a potential trade war and
back off from imposing taritfs on each other.

US President Donald Trump sparked fears of
a trade war in March when he decided to impose
25 percent tariffs on steel and 10 percent on
aluminium imports, primarily to target China,
but also allies, including EU countries as well as
Japan.

Marking a departure from a decades-long,
LIS-led drive for open and free trade, Trump has
claimed that massive flows of imports to the
United States threaten national security.

While Washington has granted Europe
and other allies a delay until the end of the
month from imposing the controversial
levies, Japan remains on the list of countries
facing the tariffs.

China has already taken retaliatory measures

but Japan had taken a conciliatory approach,
attempting to win exemptions through dia-
logue.

The trade row has cast a shadow over the
relationship between Prime Minister Shinzo
Abe and Trump, who have forged otherwise
close ties.

Japan's overall trade surplus jumped 30.9
percent to 626.0 billion yen in April, higher than
market expectations of a 440-billion yen sur-
plus, the ministry said.

Exports edged up 7.8 percent due to growth in
demand for cars, ships and chip-making equip-
ment, while imports also grew 5.9 percent year-
on-year.

The yen was on average 4.2 percent higher
against the dollar in April compared to the same
month a year earlier, the ministry said.

The costs of importing crude oil expanded,
while imports of power-generating machinery
also rose, the ministry said.

Gold hits five-month low

Gold slid to a near five-month low on Monday, as the
dollar rose and demand for safe-haven assets eased after
US Treasury Secretary Steven Mnuchin said a trade war
between China and the United States was “on hold”,

Spot gold was down 0.6 percent at $1,283.30 per
ounce at 0658 GMT, after earlier hitting $1,281.76, its

lowest since Dec. 27,

US gold futures for June delivery were 0.7 percent

lowerat$1,282.50,

“Gold price is under pressure as the dollar maintains
its strength,” said Naeem Aslam, chief markets analyst at

Think Markets.

“On Hold'is arisk-on term...The absence of trade tariffs
and hostile tone between the two countries has also
impacted the gold price more adversely,” Aslam said.

The dollar rose versus the yen and hit a five
month-high against a basket of currencies, after
Mnuchin's comments downplaying a trade dispute
with China, boosting risk sentiment amid hopes for
an easing of trade tensions between the world's two

biggest economies.

Chinese state media on Monday praised a significant
dialing back of trade tension with the US, saying China
had stood its ground and the two countries had huge

potential for win-win business cooperation.

Oil rises as US says trade war
with China is 'on hold'

Qil rose on Monday, lifted by a rally across
stocks and other commodities, after the United
States said it had put a possible trade war with
China “on hold”,

Brent crude futures were up 35 cents at $78.86 a
barrel at 0845 GMT, having hita high above $80 last
week, while US West Texas Intermediate (WTI)
crude futures rose 29 centsto $71.57 a barrel.

A possible US trade war with China is "on
hold” after the world's largest economies agreed

to drop their tariff threats while they work on a
wider trade agreement, US Treasury Secretary
Steven Mnuchin said on Sunday, giving global
markets a lift in early trading on Monday:.

“That's the main thing that's driven oil and
equity futures. It does for now, in terms of trade
wars, put that risk away,” Petromatrix strategist
Olivier Jakob said.

The energy ministers of Saudi Arabia and the
United Arab Emirates last week voiced concern
about recent oil market volatility and plan to
meet Russian counterpart Alexander Novak in St

Petersburg to continue consultations.

“It's worth watching St Petersburg at the end
of this week, that could provide the key input for
the next few weeks," Jakob said.

Saudi Arabian minister of energy Khalid al-
Falih and the UAE's Suhail al-Mazroui will attend
the St Petersburg Economic Forum this week,
along with Opec Secretary General Mohammad
Barkindo and corporate heavyweights Bob
Dudley and Ben van Beurden, the chief executives
of BP and Royal Dutch Shell, respectively.

BP's Dudley told Reuters he expected a flood
of US shale and a possible reopening of Opec
taps to cool oil markets after crude rose above
$80 a barrel last week.

Dudley said he saw oil prices falling to
between $50 and $65 a barrel due to surging
shale output and Opec's capacity to boost pro-
duction to replace potential falls in Iranian
supplies due to sanctions.

Qil prices are within sight of last week's
November 2014 highs, but many traders and
analysts say they believe there is enough supply
to meet demand despite ongoing production
cuts led by the Organisation of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries (Opec), plunging outputin
crisis-struck Venezuela and looming US sanc-
tions against major oil producer Iran.

"Without a further escalation in geopolitical
risk, oil might be due a pullback,” said Greg
McKenna, chief market strategist at futures
brokerage AxiTrader.

Fund managers cut their holdings of US crude
to the lowest level this year, according to the
most recent data from the US Commodity
Futures Trading Commission on Friday.
