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Don't lease
sand quarries
without
clearance: HC

The High Court (HC) yes-
terday barred the govern-
ment from leasing out any
silica sand quarry without
relevant environmental
clearance.

The court also declared
leases of 19 sand quarries
in Moulavibazar illegal for
not obtaining environ-
mental clearance certifi-
cates and environmental
impact assessment certifi-
cates.

The bench of Justice
Salma Masud Chowdhury
and Justice AKM Zahirul
Hoque issued the directive
following a writ petition by
Bangladesh Environmental
Lawyers Association (Bela),
challenging the legality of
the leases issued to the
sand quarries.

Advocate Syeda Rizwana
Hasan and Advocate Sayeed
Ahmed Kabir appeared for
the petitioner.

A gazette notification
was issued on June 2013
declaring 51 hill streams as
silica sand quarry area.

Among those, 19 were
leased out without ensur-
ing any relevant clearance
certificates.

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BGB installs modern

surveillance system
on 8.3km border

Country's first integrated surveillance network has been
installed by Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB) on an 8.3-
kilometre stretch of border with India at Putkhali of
Benapole.

The new surveillance system, “Border Surveillance and
Response System (BSRS)", has heralded a new era of bor-
der security that will help BGB curb smuggling and human
trafficking, Maj Gen Mohammad Shafeenul Islam, direc-
tor general of BGB, told journalists while visiting the
Putkhali border on Monday.

Various modern surveillance equipment including ther-
mal cameras, high-end CCTV cameras, radars and different
types of sensory devices are incorporated in the BSRS.

After implementing BSRS in the remote areas along
the Putkhali border, smuggling and human trafficking
have been contained remarkably and the area has been
declared as “Crime Free Zone", Maj Gen Shafeenul said.

Currently 399 kilometres along the border have been
identified as high-risk and if the BSRS is proven effective, it
will be installed in those areas eventually, said sources at
BGB.

India's Border Security Force at Petrapole camp sent a
bouquet to the BGB chief during his visit to Benapole post
of BGB earlier in the day.

High officials of BGB including Col Touhidul Islam,
commander of BGB's Khulna sector; and Ashraful Alam
Liton, mayor of Benapole municipality; accompanied the
DG of BGB.

Only two months after repair, the two-km
stretch from Natore to Pabna has developed
deep ruts in five points, testing the driving

skills of motorists.

Natore Police Lines,
Ahmedpur, Bonpara
Bazar and the one-km
stretch from Rajapur
to Muladul on the
national highway,
known as N-6, are
increasingly becoming
accident-prone.,

The highway does
not even have dividers
near every rutted point
which makes driving
tough, especially
during night time.

“Many people had

accidents on those spots,” said Abdul Awal,

Pointing to a cut mark on his chin, he
further said, "I suffered this cut when my
motorcycle skidded off this rutted highway
at Haybatpur in Natore a month ago.”

The Roads and Highways Department
(RHD) is aware of the situation but they did
not even take a mere
step to install some
signboards warning
the motorists against
the upcoming road
bumps and ruts which
could have prevented
some accidents, he
added.

Poor or absence of
base or sub-base layers
have caused the ruts to
appear so soon, said
experts and contrac-
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tors when contacted.

Moreover, frequent movement of
heavy and overloaded vehicles, espe-
cially the stone-laden trucks from
Chapainawabganj, on the route and heavy
rainfall have added to the problem.

It released
the full verdict of the case on October 8 last year, asking the
respondents -- Bangladesh Railway and Bangladesh Fire
Service and Civil Defence -- to pay Tk 20 lakh as compensa-
tion to his parents within 90 days.

Jihad fell into an unprotected well in Shahjahanpur
Railway Colony on December 26, 2014, His body was recov-
ered by a group of volunteers the following day, shortly after
government agencies called off the rescue operation, saying
there was no sign of the boy inside the well.
