Tough task for
BNP in Sylhet

Party expels rebel candidate;
election symbols distributed
among candidates

BNP mayoral candidate Ariful Haque Chowdhury is set to
face a tough challenge in the upcoming Sylhet City
Corporation polls as he will be fighting the election also
against his party rebel as well as another contender from the
BNP's key ally Jamaat-e-Islami.

The BNP yesterday expelled the rebel candidate, Sylhet
City BNP General Secretary Badruzzaman Selim, for violat-
ing party discipline.

Meanwhile, all the mayoral candidates in the city corpo-
ration polls in Sylhet, Rajshahi and Barishal formally began
their campaigns after the Election Commission distributed
polls symbols among them yesterday. The elections are
scheduled to be held on July 30.

In Sylhet, Awami League's mayoral contender Badar
Uddin Ahmed Kamran got "boat” symbol while Arif
received “sheaf of paddy”, Selim "bus” and Jamaat leader
Ehsanul Mahbub Jubayer “table watch”. They spent busy
hours wooing voters yesterday. Selim and Jubayer are inde-
pendent candidates.

Although BNP leaders repeatedly said they would be able
to ensure a single candidate under the party-led 20-party
alliance for the polls, the BNP rebel as well as the Jamaat

“The minister will go
soon to Myanmar to see
himself the progress of the
repatriation process includ-
ing housing facilities, move-
ment as well as livelihood,”
Foreign Secretary Md
Shahidul Haque told
reporters yesterday.

Responding to queries
after inauguration of a
workshop on Maritime
Counter-Terrorism at a city
hotel in the morning, he
said the process of early
repatriation of these forc-
ibly displaced people could
start expeditiously if an
environment conducive to
return and resettlement in
Rakhine is created.

“I think the repatriation
will begin soon as verifica-
tion of a good number of
people has already been
