Selim said, “For the last 39 years, 1 worked
hard for BNP.

On Thursday, chief election agent of
Jubayer (Jamaat-backed candidate), com-
plained to the EC that supporters of AL candi-
date were using loudspeakers after 10:00pm
while BNP candidate’s supporters hung huge
banners, among others.

Jubayer also alleged that the AL candi-
date's followers barred his supporters from
campaigning in many areas.

Contacted, Proloy Kumar Saha, assistant
returning officer, said the returning office will
forward the complaints to police soon for
evaluation.

5pm. So, we have to depend on them [the committees]. We
have trained them so they can identify potential threats and
act accordingly. If any incident takes place, they can take
action through arbitration,” he said.

Brac has also distributed 10,000 solar lamps so that
women can go to the toilets and move freely at night.

The NGO alone has set up 15,000 toilets and 1,500 tube-
wells (including 250 deep tube-wells) for the Rohingyas.

“We have also set up a water testing lab there to examine
the quality of water. Every day, we collect around 100 water
samples and examine those to find if anything is wrong and
take measures accordingly,” Dr Musa said.

He also said Brac alone cannot do everything.

“We are doing our part but other organisations should
also come forward,” he said.

Till date, the organisation has built 28,868 shelters, provided
healthcare services to more than 350,000 people and distributed
over 72,000 water purification tablets among the Rohingyas.
