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Pointing fingers at those criticising the decision,
Akhtaruzzaman said, "Some people are claiming
that we are turning the university into cantonment
by placing check posts. Those who propagate such
misinformation to create mass unrest are mentally
disturbed.”

Citing a meeting of provost committee, DU authority
on July 9 through a press statement said that no outsid-
ers would be allowed to roam or stay on the campus or
carry out any activities without their permission,

Amid strong criticism, the authorities on July 11 back-
tracked on the directive, claiming it never said “outsid-
ers” were prohibited at campus, and blamed the media for
misrepresenting it.

The next day, a group of BCL men submitted a memoran-
dum to the vice-chancellor against two teachers including
Maidul accusing that they had posted defamatory remarks
against the prime minister and had urged the students to
create anarchy on the campus.

He informed that he had been writing against extremism and
Jamaat-Shibir since his student life. “It is a matter of great sorrow
that they [BCL] are now terming me an agent of Jamaat,” he said.

When asked, Assistant Proctor Liton Mitra said they have
received the letter. “Steps will be taken as per the university's
rules and regulations,” he added.
