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Cops obstruct RMG
workers' rally

Leaders of Garments Sramik Odhikar Andolon, a rights
platform of RMG workers, yesterday alleged that they had to
cut short a rally due to objection by police.

A procession by leaders and activists of the group arrived
at the Rana Plaza crash site in Savar at around 11:30am.
Taslima Akter, president of Bangladesh Garments Sramik
Samhati said they were holding a protest rally demanding
Tk 16,000 minimum wage and Tk 10,000 basic wage for
RMG workers, when it was intercepted by law enforcers.

“We were told to leave the spot immediately. Police offi-
cials told us to hold the rally in front of National Press Club
instead of Rana Plaza crash site,” she said.

This correspondent found six trucks of police deployed
on the spot at the time,

Contacted, Saidur Rahman, additional superintendent
of police (crime), Dhaka district said the group didn't have
prior permission to hold any rally at the site.

Earlier in the day, the leaders and activists placed floral
wreaths at Rana Plaza, to pay tributes to the victims of the
deadliest RMG disaster that took the lives of over 1,100
peoplein 2013.

Johny in his confessional
statement to the court also
said he had asked the
driver to take Payel to
hospital but he did not
agree, and tried to dump
him. Police yesterday
arrested the driver Md
Jamal Hossain and helper
Md Faisal from Arambag in
Dhaka. They are being
interrogated at Gazaria
police station.

The Gazaria OC said a
murder case was filed with
the police station by Payel's
uncle Golam Sorwardi
Biplob, at 10:00pm Tuesday
against the three. After filing
the case, he left for Chittagong
with Payel's body.

The arrival of his body to
his house at Chittagong's
Halishahar caused heart-
wrenching scenes. After his
namaz-e-janaza at 8:00am, he
was laid to rest at Halishahar
B Block graveyard.

Family members of Payel
have expressed satisfaction at
the arrest of the killers. Biplob,
the plaintiff of the case, said
“We demand exemplary pun-
ishment to the killers so that
no other person has to meet
the same fate as Payel”.
